A warm welcome to all our visitors who have
made the short journey from Corsham, we hope
you enjoy your brief stay with us this afternoon
and wish you a safe journey home.

| hope everyone had a wonderful day yesterday
and welcome the chance to get a bit of fresh air
to recover from yesterday’s festivities.

Due to Christmas print deadlines, today’s
programme had to go to the printers ahead of
Saturday’s trip to Longlevens. Hopefully we
were able to get a positive result on Saturday in
Gloucester and that by the time you get to read
these notes we come into today’s game very
much in contention for the end of season play-
offs.

We have played Corsham 50 times previously
in competitive fixtures and whilst overall we
have had the better of things with 27 victories to
Corsham’s 19, in recent times under Sam our
record is terrible to say the least. Corsham have
won all of the last eight meetings between the
sides and, in some cases, by big scores. Our
last victory against them was way back in
January 2009 when Dave Turner was our
manager. The match report that was in the
Swindon Evening Advertiser for that game is
included as the Featured Game with our
opponents in today’s programme.

Ahead of last Saturday’s round of fixtures there
was six points separating the two sides in the
table. After a fantastic start to the season which
had seen Corsham head the early table,
Corsham hit something of a bad patch, failing to
win in nine straight games but have returned to
form in recent weeks and went into Saturday’s
away game at Westfields unbeaten in their
three previous games.

After today’s game we are home again on
Saturday with Pershore Town the visitors.
Whilst these Christmas period fixtures generate
large crowds, they do throw up logistical issues
and once again the programme for that game
had to be sent to the printers ahead of the
weekend fixtures on Saturday 21st December.

In today’s programme there is sone exciting
news about a new shirt sponsor and | will leave
it to the Club Chairman and Club Press Officer
to announce this exciting piece of news.

Last Saturday saw us drop two points at home
against Slimbridge, conceding an equaliser
deep into injury time. Their equalising goal
came from a free kick conceded in our own half
which looked a bit harsh from where | stood.
When the free kick was taken we had a couple
of chances to clear the ball into the box but
failed to do so and paid the price. The way
Slimbridge celebrated at the end you would
have thought they had clinched promotion! We
have been on the right side of late goals this
season, but this time it was our opponents who
were celebrating, and we just need to bounce
back from this minor setback and return to
winning ways quickly.

The Development Team picked up a useful
point in their last game before Christmas in the
Corsham Print Wiltshire Senior League,
drawing 1-1 away at Shrivenham. Bassett
remain two points above the relegation zone
but have played more games than everyone
else and need to be picking up some wins early
in the New Year to avoid being embroiled in a
relegation battle to the end of the season.

The Women'’s side had a comfortable afternoon
in their final game before Christmas, smashing
12 unanswered goals past Staverton Rangers
in the Wiltshire FA County Cup to progress to
the last eight where they have been drawn at
home to FC Chippenham who have yet to win a
game in the Premier Division of the Corsham
Print  Wiltshire Senior League this season
meaning Bassett will start as clear favourites.

The County Cup draws have also been made in
the two men’s competitions. The First Team will
take on Swindon Supermarine in a repeat of ast
season’s semi final in the Premier Shield.
Hopefully there will be a different result this time
round. Meanwhile in the Senior Cup, the
Development side will take on fellow Wiltshire
Senior League side Wroughton at Supermarine.

Enjoy the game and hopefully we will be
celebrating three more points come five o’clock
to keep us in the hunt for the play-offs.

The earliest record found of

1893 - Club becomes affiliated to the
Football Association.

1894 - The first Wiltshire County Football
League was formed, at the end of the
season Corsham would be the inaugural
champions, winning the league on goal
average over Southbroom (Devizes).

Over the years, the team has often been
referred to as the Quarrymen due to the
high level of quarrying in and around
Corsham.

1894 to 1997 - Corsham Town play in the
Wiltshire County League (Step 7).

1997/98 - Promotion was achieved to the
Western League Division 1 (Step 6).

2001 - Ground improvements continued
under the chairmanship of Colin Hudd,
floodlights were installed, a 112 spectator
stand erected and hard standing laid around
the pitch perimeter to comply with the latest
FA ground grading requirements.

2004/05 - Promotion to the Western
League Premier Division (Step 5).

2006/07 - Corsham Town win the Western
League Premier Division, the club also
added a third successive Wiltshire Senior
Cup victory.

2020/21 - Keiran Baggs becomes manager
with  Gary Higdon as his assistant.
Unfortunately, after 10 unbeaten league
games the season was curtailed by the FA
due to the Covid pandemic.

The FA went ahead with planned
restructuring. The results from 2019/20 &
2020/21 were combined and this meant
that Corsham Town were promoted to the
Hellenic League Premier Division (Step 5).

2021/22 - A very creditable 5th position in
the Hellenic League Premier Division and
reaching the final of the Wiltshire Premier
Shield Cup played at the County Ground
against Swindon Supermarine.

2022/23 - Reaching the semi-final of the FA
Vase was the highlight of the season with
visitors Ascot Utd winning 4 - 5 on penalties
after the full-time score was 2 - 2 in front of
a club record breaking 1,736 spectators. A
very respectful 3rd place finish in the league
was also achieved.

2023/24 - A 2nd place finish in the league
saw disappointment in the play off’s losing
to Cinderford Town who gained promotion
to Step 4. Silverware was brought home
with a win in the Hellenic Challenge Cup
against Worcester City, 2-2 at 90 minutes
with  Corsham going through 3-2 on
penalties.

12th July 2024 - Team manager Kieran
Baggs and all his staff step down from their
roles at the club.

21st July 2024 - Club announce new
management team of Marvin Brown and
Ashley Morgan both UEFA Licenced
qualified coach's.

“Ritchie was immense and Paul, who | just signed
from Cricklade, was awesome,” added Turner.

He earned the Reds' Players' Player and Young Player of the Year
awards in 2015-16 before moving to Brimscombe and Thrupp for the 2016-17 campaign. Hil John Trollope
quickly established himself as a key player for the Lilywhites, and was a part of the Brimscombe
team that lifted the 2017-18 Gloucestershire Challenge Trophy and finished as Hellenic League
Premier Division runners-up in 2018-19. He then joined Highworth ahead of the 2022-23 season,
though would finish that campaign with Cinderford Town. Hill split last season between Cirencester
and Fairford.

Walters is a promising young forward who made his Men's First Team debut two seasons ago.
Skillful, with good pace and an assured finisher, he was a part of the Under 18 Floodlit team who
finished as Wiltshire League Floodlit Division runners-up in 2021-22 and 2022-23. He registered
twice in 13 games for the Under 18s in 2021-22 before playing a more significant role a season
later, scoring eight times in 21 games. Walters' performances saw him earn a place in the club's
senior Men's sides too.

Premier Division Roundup 14 Dec

With second place Letcombe having to postpone
their game due to the state of their pitch, Kintbury
Rangers were given the chance to extend their
lead at the top of the table if they could secure a
result at home against Kingsdown. Last season
Kingsdown had done the double over Kintbury
Rangers, ending any hopes Kintbury had of the
league title last season, winning 2-0 in Swindon in
Kintbury's penultimate game. They had also won
on their last visit to the Recreation Ground
returning home with all three points following a 3-2
win. With Kintbury having won 3-2 in Swindon in
the first meeting this season between the two
sides, there was to be no repeat of last season’s
double for Kingsdown and this time it was to be
Kintbury’s turn to complete a league double over
their opponents. Two first half goals from Kye
Williams and one from George Armstrong put
them in a commanding position at the break and
Armstrong made sure of all three points with his
second of the game in the second half. The 4-0
win for Kintbury saw them move 11 points clear at
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the top of the table although Letcombe had two
games in hand with the two teams set to meet in
the first week of the New Year.

Park United climbed two places in the table up
into third spot, their highest position of the season,
after recording their biggest league win of the
season and becoming the division’s leading
scorers in the process with a 9-1 home success
over Blunsdon. Ben Pring led the way for Park
helping himself to a hat-trick to move onto 15 for
the season, Adam Mitchell and Jamie Norman
both bagged a brace, Ben Selman and leading
scorer Lewis McCarron with his 18th of the
season, also finding the back of the net for Park.
The consolation goal for Blunsdon was scored by
Nick Craft who moved his total for the season on
to 11.

Melksham Town Reserves also climbed a couple
of places in the table to fourth spot with a hard
fought 2-1 win away against Larkhall Athletic
Development.



Leo Rendell put Melksham ahead from the penalty
spot and the same player then doubled their lead
scoring from a free kick to give Melksham a 2-0
half time lead. Judah Oyelumade pulled one back
for Larkhall midway through the second half and
despite Larkhall pushing Melksham hard for an
equaliser some resolute defending ensured it
would be Melksham who secured all three points.

Wroughton were the side to drop a couple of
places in the table after they were held to a 2-2
draw by Trowbridge Town at the Weir Field. With
Wroughton trailing 2-0 going into the closing
stages of the game, managers Ben Jarrett and
Nick Salter will no doubt view this as a point
gained rather than two points dropped. They had
goalkeeper Luke Kuczynski to thank for going into
the half time break all square at 0-0, the
Wroughton keeper twice denying Trowbridge
Town’s Jamie Jordan from close range and then
turning over an effort from Jamie Lyons that
looked destined for the net. Trowbridge also
missed a golden chance from the penalty spot
following a foul in the box, but Ben Wickens sent
his spot kick high over the bar as the chance was
spurned. The deadlock was finally broken midway
through the second half and the goal had a touch
of controversy about it as the ball seemed to strike
Trowbridge’s Ryan Baggs on the hand before
being played forward to Jake Samuel who made
no mistake as Trowbridge finally found a way past
Kuczynski. Wroughton’s Max Scholefield was sent
to the sin bin for disputing the decision not to
award a free kick for handball. Trowbridge then
extended their lead when Wickens outpaced the
Wroughton defence and finished in style to give
his side what looked to be an unassailable 2-0
lead which was probably deserved on the balance
of chances created. As the game moved into its
closing stages Wroughton were given a lifeline
when Joe Herbert hit a stunning strike from
distance into the top far corner of the net that gave
Zak Beard in the Trowbridge goal no chance. With
the game moving into injury time Wroughton were
given a chance to steal a point when a corner into
the box was adjudged to have struck the hand of
Trowbridge player Owen Pearce and a penalty
was given. Leading scorer Jonathan Peachey-
Score fired home for his 22nd goal of the season
to give Wroughton a fortuitous share of the spoils
on a day when they had not been at their best.
Pearce was then sent to the sin bin for what little
was left of the game for his comments about the
decision.

The other three games all involved sides battling
to avoid relegation with two of the games ending in
1-1 draws. At Shrivenham visitors Royal
Wootton Bassett Town Development were
looking to bounce back from the previous week’s
defeat at the hands of leaders Kintbury. In a tight
contest both teams found the net in the first half,
Will Close putting the visitors ahead before Zac
Skinner equalised for Shrivenham. That was to be
the end of the afternoon’s scoring as the two sides
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had to settle for a point apiece. The point for Royal
Wootton Bassett Town Development means they
currently sit two points above the drop zone but
have played more games than all of the bottom
four sides. Shrivenham are now unbeaten in their
last eight league games.

It was a similar scoreline at Bremhill View where
Calne Town Reserves entertained another
relegation threatened side, Faringdon Town.
Faringdon went into the game still looking for their
first points on the road in the league this season
and they finally ended that unwelcome record at
the seventh attempt. It was Faringdon who had the
better of things in the opening 15 minutes and it
was no surprise when they went in front with 18
minutes on the clock, leading scorer Kyle Bowyer
hitting a stunning volley from 25 yards to put
Faringdon 1-0 up. Calne went close to levelling
matters just before the half hour mark, Faringdon
keeper Jack Gibson pulling off a save to deny the
home side. Calne were to eventually get
themselves back on level terms a minute before
the break, Owen Jones heading in from a ball into
the box after a corner had initially been cleared.
The early exchanges in the second half saw both
teams go close to getting a lead and Faringdon
thought they achieved just that on the hour mark,
Daniel Loyden heading in from a Max Wills free
kick only to see the goal struck off for a push. It
was the visitors who continued to create the goal
scoring opportunities but that first away win of the
season in the league was to prove elusive and, in
the end, they had to settle for a point that saw
them edge closer to Blunsdon, they are now just
two points behind them but with three games in
hand. The point for Calne saw them move level on
points with Shrewton United.

After five straight wins in the league, it was to
prove to be a bad day at the office for Shrewton
United when they made the short journey to
Bulford to take on Salisbury Development.
Shrewton got off a bad start finding themselves
behind with just four minutes on the clock, Jack
Stacey running through the defence before slotting
home for 1-0 to Salisbury. It remained just the one
goal in it until seven minutes before the break, a
clearance from Shrewton keeper Sam Gates going
in off Salisbury’s Harry Guy to double the home
side’s lead. A second of the game for Stacey after
the break put Salisbury in a commanding position
and it remained 3-0 until 15 minutes from time
when there was a flurry of goals. Naman Gurung
with his eighth of the season put Salisbury 4-0 up
and whilst Shrewton pulled one back through
Lewis Cross, late goals from Omario Henry and
Ferhat Canlier rounded off a good afternoon for
Salisbury as they recorded their biggest win of the
season against their near neighbours. The win for
Salisbury saw them move above Royal Wootton
Bassett Town Development and they are now
three points clear of the drop zone with games in
hand over the two sides immediately below them
in the table.
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CHRISTMAS time is for giving as they say, well the
fixtures computer has certainly served up a festive
treat for Non-League fans everywhere this yuletide.

Traditionally, the Boxing Day fixtures are one of the
first fans look out for when the schedule is
announced — and this year hasn’t disappointed with
a number of crunch derby clashes taking place up
and down the country.

Whatever the level, you just can’t beat a derby-day
cracker to complete your Christmas, so here are
just a few that have caught the eye of our NLP
groundhoppers.

The National League always seems to serve up a
Boxing Day feast with all the trimmings — and the
Aldershot Town v Woking derby is usually at the
forefront. Just 12 miles separate these rival clubs,
just across the Surrey/Hampshire border, ensuring
there’s never any shortage of drama for the big
crowds on show.

There’s a Tyne-Tees affair when Gateshead and
Hartlepool United meet at the International
Stadium, while Dagenham v Braintree and
Southend United v Ebbsfleet United ensure that
Essex and Kent are well represented on the day,

At Step 2, Brackley Town and Leamington looks
tasty in National League North, similarly the
Derbyshire dual between Buxton and Alfreton
Town and an ‘Old Farm’ East Anglian derby with
King’s Lynn Town hosting Needham Market.

A big day in the north-east is further demonstrated
by Darlington v Scarborough Athletic and
Spennymoor Town v South Shields, not to mention
Stockton Town v Hebburn Town in the Northern
Premier League, Premier Division at Step 3.

The South is equally as intriguing, An all-
Hertfordshire clash between Hemel Hempstead
Town and St Albans City is a worthy headline act,
while Aveley versus Hornchurch and Tonbridge
Angels v Maidstone United are big games in Essex
and Kent respectively. Chippenham Town v Bath
City is often a tasty affair also.

The NPL also serves us up with Matlock Town v
llkeston Town and Bamber Bridge v Lancaster
City, while at Step 4 there are two more all-north
east affairs between Bishop Auckland and Consett
and Dunston v Newton Aycliffe.

AFC Rushden & Diamonds v Corby Town is
always an eagerly-awaited affair in their respective
parts of Northamptonshire, while in an ultra-
congested Midlands division, packed with local
affairs, unbeaten Quorn and Shepshed Dynamo,
separated by just seven miles, battle it out in
Leicestershire.

All eyes in Manchester will be on Wythenshawe
when bitter rivals FC and Town meet at Hollyhedge
Park, while Hednesford Town v Stafford Rangers
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looks a Boxing Day battle of heavyweights to rival
Usyk and Fury.

The Southern League Premier Central is always
full of crunch local affairs and Boxing Day doesn’t
disappoint with AFC Telford United and Halesowen
Town or Bromsgrove Sporting v Stourbridge
arguably the pick.

The Somerset clash between Tiverton Town and
Taunton Town always whets the appetite in the
west country, while Havant & Waterlooville and
Gosport Borough love a battle on the south coast.

And if you're in or around the Beaconsfield area of
Buckinghamshire then why not make the trip to
Holloways Park where they take on close rivals
Flackwell Heath in a lunchtime showdown.

In the Isthmian League, the all-Essex affair
between Billericay Town and Canvey Island gets
the juices flowing, as does the Sussex derby
between Horsham v Bognor Regis Town and the
north London clash between Hendon and Potters
Bar Town.

Margate versus Ramsgate is undoubtedly the
game of the day in Step 4 as the two Kent coast
promotion rivals lock horns, while Hartley Wintney
v Farnham Town, a local battle of third versus first,
is also well worth a visit.

At Step 5 and 6, of course, derbies are a little more
commonplace but there are a few, mainly, cross-
town affairs that are sure to whet the appetite of
the locals.

1874 Northwich v Northwich Victoria ticks all the
boxes for a Boxing Day bonanza, as does
Newcastle Benfield v Newcastle Bue Star in Ebac
Northern League Division One. And division two
produces two more in the form of Chester-le-Street
Town versus Chester-le-Street United and
Sunderland West End v Sunderland RCA.

The lunchtime affair in the United Counties League
Premier North between Newark & Sherwood and
Newark Town bares all the hallmarks of a cracker,
similarly ~ Northampton =~ ON  Chenecks v
Northampton Sileby Rangers in Premier South and
the Division One fixture between Retford United
and Retford.

And, if you're on your holidays on the Isle of Wight
and missing your football fix, then how about East
Cowes Victoria v Newport (loW) in the Wessex
League.

Wherever you are in the country, you're never far
from a crunch local derby to savour. Combining the
spirit of Non-League with the spirit of Christmas,
it's truly one of the highlights of the football
calendar.

But wherever you go and whatever you do, The
NLP wish you all a very Merry Christmas and a
Happy New Year .

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Christmas Period Preview -
Bassett Aiming To Be Greedy

The Christmas period is meant to be the
season of goodwill. However during the
club’s time in the Hellenic League, Royal
Wootton Bassett Town have interpreted that
a bit too literally, typically gifting the
opposition points in games played between
Boxing Day and New Year.

But with three games upcoming over the
course of the Christmas period, Sam Collier
and his side will be looking to deliver a rare
bit of festive joy for Bassett - and buck the
rather dismal trend the club has set in league
games played at this time of year.

Boxing Day - when Bassett host Wiltshire
rivals Corsham Town has been an
especially difficult day. Nine previous
Hellenic League games on 26 December
have seen Bassett win just twice, with one
draw and six defeats to their name. Making
that record worse, all four home games have
ended defeat with Bassett failing to register a
single goal.

Their most recent Boxing Day win was 12
years ago, with Steve Yeardley scoring in
the opening minute and Matt Bennett adding
a second in a 2-1 victory at Purton.
Tytherington Rocks are the only other team
Bassett have triumphed against on that date,
winning 2-1 on Boxing Day in 2006 courtesy
of goals from Stuart Hemsley and Scott
Large.

Six games on 27 December have then
yielded just one victory - a 3-1 away win at
Brimscombe and Thrupp in 2014. Otherwise,
Bassett have drawn once and lost the other
four. Those losses include consecutive 3-1
reverses at home against Corsham and
Highworth Town with all four defeats seeing
Bassett concede at least three goals.

This coming 28 December sees Bassett host
Pershore Town. And that has been one of
Bassett's luckiest dates during the festive
period. Six games have resulted in three
wins and three defeats - and plenty of goals.
In 2013 Bassett beat Holyport 6-2 before a
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4-2 win against Wootton BassettTownf_S:,
Brimscombe in 2019. g T o
Sandwiched in

between though was
the nadir - an 8-0 loss
at Highworth in 2015,
with the same date
also bringing a 4-0
reverse at the hands
of Purton back in
1993.
