Last season saw us fall short of the overall 
aim of bouncing straight back up into the 
South West Premier Division. Poole were 
worthy winners of our eastern division, not 
just by the two points but also a +51 goal 
difference compared to ours of +34. The 
Western division winners were of course 
Ilminster Town who also won their league by 
two points and had a goal difference of +62 
with the Northern division which was won by 
AEK Boco who had a very clear points 
margin compared to the rest of their 
competitors.  

We played Ilminster in the league cup at the 
end of last season and lost 4-3 in a game 
that in my opinion should have won. llminster 
then beat Boco 1-0 in the next round which 

complements our 2-2 draw we had with Boco 
in preseason, showing that we are not too far 
away to the 3 teams that gained promotion 
last season and we should look to push on 
again in our quest for promotion. 

This season has seen us move into the 
Northern division, with the Eastern division 
being scrapped, and the constitution of the 
divisions being changed into 2 leagues of 12 
teams consisting of the North and South. At 
last yearôs AGM I asked the question if we 
could move from the East to North division 
on the grounds of travelling, but was 
unsuccessful as no team wanted to swap 
from the North division. This season the 
AGM had 3 teams appeal to the FA 
regarding the South division which they were 
placed in. I can only presume this was down 
to travel distance/ time and sadly the 3 
teams were not able to win the appeals, and 
disappointingly 2 of those teams have 
dropped back into their respective county 
leagues, and Iôll be keen to see where they 
finish at the end of the this season. 

This is the first of 3 home games in a row 
and I would like to take this opportunity to 
thank everyone that has travelled away with 
us, as you provided valuable support to the 
team at Cardiff Met and Ross on Wye 
respectively already this season. 

I hope you enjoy the game today and hope 
we can secure another league win.

All have settled in 
really well and we are very pleased to have them 
on board.  There is one more hopefully to get over 
the line in time for todayôs game but was not 
signed on at the time of writing thisé.keep an eye 
out on our socials. 

There were some changes off the pitch, we 
welcome Jess Newman into the coaching staff as 
a Coach but with a focus on fitness and 
rehabilitation as well as the football pitch.  Jess 
was previously a player and captain at 
Marlborough however most recently has been 
coaching the girlsô Under 15s team and will 
continue to do so which is fantastic for the 
continuity at the club.  Despite disappearing for pre
-season, Rich has agreed to stay on as GK Coach 
and if all goes well will be back for todayôs game 
and then I am also pleased to confirm that Euan 
Moss will remain with Bassett as our Analyst. 

Unfortunately, òMiss Bassettò: Sam Wood will be 
stepping down from her role as Assistant 
Manager.  Her new job and the continued focus on 

being Head of the Girlsô Section has meant that 
the workload with the womenôs side as well would 
just be too much.  Although we will very much be 
keeping Sam involved, there is no doubt that she 
will be missed by many in the dugout.  Sam was a 
huge part of me joining Bassett and I donôt think 
the transition will have been as easy if it wasnôt for 
the stuff she does that not everyone sees.  You 
have been amazing Sam: thank you! 

Blimeyéthis is a long one todayé. The season 
has started really well, an away trip to 
Herefordshire kicked us off in the FA Cup with a 5-
1 win.  A professional performance with goals from 
Hannah Gulliver (3), Kat Bach and Grace 
Whitehouse securing our place in the next round 
to the expense of Ross Juniors.  A young side who 
made a very good account of themselves however 
particularly in the second half the experience of 
our side came through as we controlled the 
majority of the game.  A familiar home tie against 
Ilminster waits for us next week.  

Last week we started the league campaign in the 
same way we started last seasons, a tricky tie, 
away, in warm conditions on an extremely difficult 
pitché.and even the result was the same: 
Purton.  Holly Baker and Caitlin Brooks (and an 
own goal!) saw us walk away from the Red House 
with all three points and a clean sheet.  I 
personally was very impressed with the way the 
team adapted to the difficult pitch and ódone what 
was neededô to ensure the win.  Purton should be 
top half this season so hopefully this result will 
show its true worth at the end of the season.   

On to todayôs game, Downend is a new team (in 
competitive football) for me and also a rare 
opponent for Bassett, whilst they are still waiting 
for that first win they are not shy of scoring goals 
so today will definitely be a test and hopefully (for 
the neutral) an end-to-end game.   

Finally, a huge thank you to those who have 
donated today to the family of Toya Jefferies.  To 
hear of the dreadful news of her passing after a 
road traffic collision shocked the whole town of 
Royal Wootton Bassett and my thoughts are with 
Toyaôs family and friends at an extremely difficult 
time.

FA Cup 1st Qualifying Round 

Hannah Gulliver's afternoon may have ended 
prematurely as injury forced her off before the break. 
But the Royal Wootton Bassett Town forward still had 
more than enough time to play a pivotal role in 
determining the outcome of her side's Adobe 
Women's FA Cup first qualifying round tie away at 
Ross Juniors, scoring a hat trick in an eventual 5-1 
victory. 

Adam Wood's side were deserved winners in the end 
as they progressed to the second qualifying round 
where they will host higher level opposition in the form 
of Ilminster Town. 

Bassett's visit to Ross pitted them against tier seven 
opponents. But with the risk of being on the wrong end 
of an upset - Ross, playing in the Women's FA Cup for 
the first time, were certainly highly motivated to get 
something from the game, Bassett ultimately ensured 
they progressed with a comfortable win. 

A bright start was eventually rewarded on the 15 
minute mark when Gulliver stole possession before 
proceeding to round home 'keeper Imogen Stephens 
and slot home. 

Gulliver then doubled Bassett's lead shortly after, 
firing in from a Kat Bach cross after the summer 
signing seized on a loose throw in from the hosts and 
delivered on a plate for her teammate. 

Ross were putting up a strong fight though and soon 
reduced their arrears as Millie Mialsom got on the end 
of a corner to guide the ball into the net. 

Bassett's two goal lead was soon restored though as 

Gulliver bravely got on the end of a Laura Jefferies set 
piece delivery, poking in at the far post and picking up 
a knock in the process that would curtail her 
afternoon. 

Another decisive moment soon arrived six minutes 
before the break as the hosts were awarded a penalty 
that Millie Powell brilliantly saved as she dived to her 
right side to preserve Bassett's advantage. 

That put Bassett in a position of comfort going into the 
second half. And the visitors proceeded to exert 
greater control over the match. 

But further goals did not initially seem forthcoming. 

Maddy Elliott had two chances in quick succession 
early in the second half, the first being blocked by 
Stephens with Bach unable to convert the follow up 
before Elliott shot just wide. 

Then with ten minutes to go substitute Jasmine 
Kennedy saw a shot from a Jefferies corner cleared 
off the line. 

Bach eventually provided Bassett's fourth with three 
minutes to go. Holly Baker drove forward before 
squaring to Lucy Goodright. Stephens kept out her 
shot with the rebound falling to Kennedy who 
snatched at the chance. The ball found Bach though 
and she made no mistake. 

Four then became five in stoppage time as late 
substitute Grace Whitehouse steered home from 
another towering Jefferies corner. 

A fine five goal performance and a place in the next 
round booked - it was pretty much the perfect way for 
Bassett to start their season. 

Now to carry that form over into next week's league 
opener away at rivals Purton.

Another Perfect Purton Start 

Royal Wootton Bassett Town began the new 
South West Regional Women's Football 
League season the same way they started 
the last one - with a comfortable 3-0 victory 
away at local rivals Purton. 

Victory at the Red House last season was 
the first step towards a runners-up finish in 
Division One East. 

This year, Adam Wood and his side will be 
hoping that their triumph will serve as the 
opening gambit in a Division One North 
promotion winning campaign. 

A long and challenging road lies ahead. But, 
building on last week's Adobe Women's FA 
Cup victory, the early signs are positive with 
Bassett now entering a stretch of three 
consecutive home games to finish the first 
month of the campaign in which they'll be 
aiming to continue their perfect start. 

Bassett led after 17 minutes when Hannah 
Gulliver - last week's hat trick hero - stole 
possession and whipped in a cross that was 
turned into the net by a home defender. 

The lead was then doubled in first half 
stoppage time when Holly Baker collected an 
Honor Fraser throw in, played a neat one-two 
with Gulliver and fired home. 

Gulliver then provided another assist ten 
minutes into second half when her corner 
was headed in by new signing Caitlin Brooks 
to put Bassett in an unassailable position. 

While Purton pushed late on to grab at least 
a consolation, the Bassett defence held firm - 
with 'keeper Millie Powell enjoying a 
relatively trouble-free afternoon.

Millie Powell

Powell is a young goalkeeper entering her fourth season in senior football. She has

great shotstopping ability and is also confident with the ball at her feet. Boasting a lot of

talent and potential, she claimed the number one jersey early in the 2021-22 season

season and never looked back, featuring sixteen times while earning both the Players'

Player and Manager's Player of the Year awards for her excellent performances. Powell

went on to make another 22 appearances in 2022-23, starting all but three games. Last

season saw Powell play 23 times, while also stepping into a leadership role with the

team. She has actively contributed towards coaching some of the goalkeepers in the

club's girls' teams too, offering her expertise and guidance.

Briony 

Hurd

Hurd is a centre half who joins Bassett this season from Swindon Town. A strong

defender who enjoys the physical side of the game, Hurd is nonetheless a talented

player when on the ball too, possessing the confidence and ability to bring the ball out

from defence. Although mostly featuring for the RobinsôDevelopment side, Hurd made

her first team debut in 2017-18, playing twice in the tier three FA WomenôsNational

League Premier Division South. After Swindonôsrelegation she played four times in

2020-21 before going on to feature five times last season. She has also played for the

University of East London Womenôs First Team during her studies.

Honor Fraser

Fraser is a strong, technically gifted full back who is entering her second season with

Bassett after joining from Swindon Town. She established herself as a Women's First

Team regular in 2023-24, making 18 appearances - 17 of which were starts. Prior to

joining Bassett, Fraser featured for Swindon from 2020-21 through the 2022-23

campaign. In the Covid-shortened 2020-21 season, she played six times for theRobinsô

Development team, scoring once. She then spent most of the 2021-22 season with

SwindonôsFirst Team, playing 14 times in the tier four FA WomenôsNational League

Division One South West before splitting time between the First and Development

teams in 2022-23. 

Darcy   Cox

Cox is a talented young full back who joined Bassett from Swindon Town last season.

Cox isnôtafraid of a strong challenge and can normally handle pacey attackers whilst

also being a handful going forward herself. She was extremely impressive in her first

season with Bassett. Featuring 23 times in all competitions, Cox was Bassett's leading

outfield appearance maker. And she went on to claim a Players' and Supporters' Player

of the Year double. A member of Swindonôs2021-22 Under 16 Wiltshire County Girlsô

League double-winning side, she progressed into senior womenôsfootball two seasons

ago, appearing 18 times for SwindonôsDevelopment side. Cox also played for Ashton

Keynes' all-conquering Gloucester County Girls' League Under 16s side in 2021-22.

Laura 

Jefferies

A Bassett stalwart, Jefferies has been with the club for close to a decade and a half having

initially started off playing in BassettôsGirlsôsection. Immensely loyal, she has featured for the

WomenôsFirst Team in every season since reformed in 2009-10, helping Bassett climb up from

Division Three of the Gloucestershire County WomenôsLeague. She is the clubôsall-time

leading Womenôsappearance maker and holds the distinction of having appeared in every

single WomenôsFA Cup game Bassett have played. Club captain, Jefferies leads by example

from defence. While a solid centre back, she is more than willing to step out from defence and

start attacks and is also a threat from set pieces. Ultra-reliable and more than happy to get stuck

in with the ugly side of the game, Jefferies is another player who will serve as a role model for

Bassett's younger players on and off the pitch. Jefferies is still a quality player too, winning her

fifth Player of the Year trophy last season. In Bassett's 2018-19 double-winning campaign, her

performances earned her both the Players' Player and Manager's Player of the Year awards,

while she picked up the Players' Player prize in 2013-14 and 2014-15.

Sanghara

Sanghara is a young full back who joins Bassett this season from Swindon Town. She

featured for Swindon Spitfires in the South West Regional Women's Football League

Division One Eastern in 2017-18 before moving to university where she played for the

University of Sussex Women's team and while studying abroad in Spain. Sanghara then

played nine times for Swindon's Development team last year after having played twice

for them in 2022-23. 

Rosie Kirk

Kirk is a talented defender who is entering her sixth season with the club. A player who

reads the game exceptionally well and possesses a calmness which is rare in a player

so young, she performed impressively in twelve appearances in the 2019-20 campaign

ïher first in senior football. Three seasons ago she featured eleven times with ten

starts before experiencing an injury-shortened campaign in 2022-23 in which she played

just three times. Following a long period of recovery that saw her sidelined for the

entirety of last season, Kirk will be hoping to return to the strong form she showed

before her injury.

Lilia Slattery

Slattery is a young, pacey and competitive full back who can operate on either side of

the field. Joining last season from youth football where she played for Ashton Keynes,

Slattery will be looking to develop further in the adultsôgame. Having featured twice in

competitive action last season, there were signs of promise which it is likely Bassett see

more of this season as Slattery continues to progress.

Mollie Smith

Entering her seventh season with Bassett team, Smith is a highly talented central

defender who has come through the club's youth section. An accomplished defender,

Smith combines the physical side of the game with an assured calmness in possession.

She made her Women's First Team debut towards the end of the 2018-19 season after

turning 16 and proved to be a vital player during Bassett's title run-in. Smith then

appeared 13 times in 2019-20, 5 times in the curtailed 2020-21 campaign, 15 times in

2021-22. Her appearances have been more limited over the past two seasons as she is

studying at Loughborough University.

Kelly 

Nightingale

Nightingale is a versatile player capable of playing in either defence or midfield who

joined Bassett last season. She brings significant experience playing at a higher level

too having spent nearly a decade with sides in the FA WomenôsNational League.

Nightingale has played a large part of her career with Swindon Town, enjoying spells

with the Robins between 2014-15, 2017-19 and 2021-23. She has also featured for

Forest Green Rovers (2015-16), Swindon Supermarine (2016-17) and Keynsham Town

(2019-21). With Bassett last season, she appeared 20 times, scoring once and was

named Coaches' Player of the Year.
