This 
to me was very disappointing, the timing of 
their withdrawal alongside their very quick 
announcement that they were forming a new 
team for next season as FC Abbeymeads 
was poor.  

On a happier note, I had the pleasure of 
being away on the Holland tour and this 
update was to be included in the Purton 
programme that was never printed. This year 
is the first year we have taken a full girls side 
and made history, which is a proud 
accomplishment since re-forming our girls 
section only five years ago. We also had the 
pleasure of being accompanied on the trip by 
first team player Hannah Gulliver who has 
been working closely with our U13 girlsô side. 
Hannah has been forming a vital partnership 
with our younger players and is an excellent 
role model to help the girls see the pathway 
we are creating at RWBTFC. Sam has done 
a more in-depth report on this fantastic tour 
later on in the programme.

That point nearly guaranteed us a third-place 
finish, confirmed by results the following 
week.  

Before that, we won 5-0 against Olveston, 
who played most of the game with fewer 
than 11 players. Despite the scoreline, they 
were tough to break down. Caitlin Brooks 
scored four goals, with a fifth controversially 
awarded to Kat.  

Unfortunately, Purton withdrew from the 
league during the gap between games. They 
faced difficulties with player numbers, and 
most staff and players will move to FC Abbey 
Meads for the next season. While I have my 
views on the timing, I wish them all the best.  

We head into today's game in good form, 
undefeated in the league in 2025. Despite 
Stockwood fighting to avoid relegation, 
they've recently picked up strong results 
against Bath and Cirencester. Our matches 
with Stockwood are usually entertaining, and 
I expect the same today.  

As many (if not all) of you will know, I have 
decided to step down from managing the 
side at the end of this season.  A decision 
that was a particularly hard one but one I 
wanted to make clear before the season 
ended to enable the club to recruit a 
replacement in time for preseason.  Itôs been 
a tough couple of seasons both on and off 
the pitch but overall, the reason being I 
cannot continue to give the commitment that 
is required to running this team when the 
ambitions are to progress, it maybe now my 
turn to be a spectator and a ósportingô 
parent.   Depending on the new manager, 

and I know conversations with candidates 
has already started, I hope to stay on in a 
coaching capacity (hopefully with this team!) 
but also, I am still committed to carrying out 
my role as Club Development Officer so you 
cannot get rid of me that easily.   

As it is the end of the season, and my 
tenure, I want to thank:  

Bryan Wood ï thank you for taking me on at 
the club a couple of seasons back and 
sticking with me and my slightly different 
approach to running teams.  But also a huge 
thank you for all your help off the pitch, the 
amount of work you do behind the scenes 
often will go unnoticed but without you we do 
not function.  

Sam Wood ï you may have stepped down 
from coaching the senior side this season 
but there is no doubt your presence has 
been vital.  Taking over the matchday social 
media has really boosted our profile keeping 
many followers engaged but also there are 
quite a few óadminyô pieces you continued to 
do and I will always be grateful for the work 
you did whilst in the coaching staff.

Stockwood Wanderers joined the South West 
Regional Womens League from the 
Somerset County League. Season 2020-21 
saw them go unbeaten in their eight games 
in Division 2 of that league to finish top of the 
five team division and promotion to Division 1 
for the following season. 

They were to have another successful 
season in Season 2021-22 finishing in third 
place in division of eight teams and securing 
promotion to the South West Regional 
League Eastern Division for Season 2022-
23. 

The first season at the higher level was to 
prove a difficult one with just two wins in their 
14 league fixtures which saw them finish 
bottom of the division. 

The following season, Season 2023-24 saw 
them move across to the Northern Division, 
the same one as Royal Wootton Bassett 
Town. Stockwood Wanderers were to have a 
much more successful season winning more 
games than they lost and finishing in mid-
table in fifth spot in a nine team division. 

Season 2024-25 has seen them once again 
at the bottom end of the table but they 
currently are one place above the relegation 
zone after the table has been adjusted for the 
withdrawal of Purton. After todayôs game they 
have another tough game against champions  
Gloucester City so are not yet safe with the 
team just below them in the table, finishing 
their season with a home game against 
Downend Flyers. Stockwood will certainly be 
keen to try and get some points from todayôs 
game given their final fixture.

Brooks made it 4-0 on the hour, producing 
another simple finish after Jefferies drove in 
from the wing. 

Kat Bach would then complete the scoring 
after good build up play from Elliott. 

Three wins in a row mean Bassett are now 
just three points away from sealing a top 
three place. 

They remain just a point behind second place 
Bitton too as they head to still unbeaten 
Gloucester City next week for their final away 
fixture of the campaign..

Kaneko-Grun soon struck again, bundling in 
the rebound after a Powell double save. 

The same player struck the bar twice early in 
the second half. Following the first, the 
rebound was put away only for an offside flag 
to rule out the goal. The second time saw 
Gloucester convinced the ball had bounced 
down over the line yet their appeals were 
turned away. 

Surviving those scares, Bassett quickly 
levelled as Mia Mugford fired into the bottom 
corner after being set free in behind the 
Gloucester defence by a Brooks header. 

Bassett were then soon ahead as Linteo lost 
track of an Honor Fraser delivery that drifted 
into the net. The visitors could even have 
been 4-2 in front as Brooks headed narrowly 
over from a Fraser free kick. Ultimately 
though Bassett were unable to hold on for 
the win. 

Fine defending from captain Laura Jefferies 
and further heroics from Powell in goal kept 
Bassett in front. However Kaneko-Grun 
would break their resistance to complete her 
hat trick as she shot into bottom corner. 

Kaneko-Grun then almost won it for 
Gloucester but, for the third time in the 
match, rattled the woodwork. 

Despite the fortune Bassett had, their point 
was a richly deserved one as they upped 
their game against the cream of this year's 
Division One North. 

The result - coupled with Bitton's victory over 
Bath City - does mean that Adam Wood's 
side will (barring a miracle) have to settle for 
third place in the final standings. 

But Bassett can be more than content with 
the way they came close to ending 
Gloucester's hopes of an unbeaten title 
winning campaign. 

This was a highly impressive point. 
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
