GOOD 
AFTERNOON and  
welcome to the Sustain Stadium  
for our first ever competitive 
fixture with Gloucester City. 
Despite only ever facing their 
first team in a friendly a few 
seasons ago, we were in the 
same league as their reserves 
in the 2009-10 and 2010-11 
seasons while playing in the 
Gloucestershire County 

Women's League. Today Gloucester come into 
this fixture top of the table with 5 league wins from 
5, boasting a strong goal difference of 29. Their 
only defeat to date is their exit of the FA Cup to 
higher league opponents Marine Academy 
Plymouth so we are expecting a strong battle 
today. We hope their players, coaching staff and 
supporters enjoy their short trip here and have a 
safe journey home.  

Not the usual person doing the editorial for this 
weekends fixture. I was kindly asked by Bryan to 
assist him in writing notes for his section, due to a 
busy schedule. This season I was asked to 
become Head of the Girls Section within the club, 
which as a young player who was fortunate to play 
for RWB throughout my own youth this project has 
and continues to be one that I will put my heart 
and soul into, as it's important that young girls are 
given the opportunity to play, with the hope that 
one day they will develop into young females who 
will represent RWBTFC at the senior level within 
the women's team.  

Although this process hasn't happened overnight, 
the club are beginning to form a large girls section 
that has now increased from obe team five years 
ago to six teams in this current season, and the 
main source of this development has come from 
the free Wildcat sessions that Mark Ellis has been 
hugely involved in across the years. Many of our 
girls have started at these sessions and have gone 
on to represent RWBTFC in our teams across the 
section.  

Our U8's team have started their season incredibly 
well and are beginning to create a good bond with 
each other, and are currently improving week on 
week within their matches and training sessions. 
This year they have been helped by Andy, Lisa, 
Barry, Alex and Freya (one of our U15G) who are 
keen to ensure they continue to help the girls 
develop their skills further.  

Our U10's team have had a slight change in 

personnel over the summer due to children 
relocating and moving onto other teams. However, 
these spaces were filled very quickly and Josh and 
Mark are on track to developing the side in their 
first year at 7 aside football.  

Our U12's team are also experiencing new 
challenges within their league, as they took the 
step up a division after being promoted last 
season. This is also the first year they are 
experiencing nine aôside football which has 
challenges in itself. Andy, Damien and Simon are 
continuing to push the girls further to aid 
development and have already achieved some 
success as they sit seventh in the table with two 
wins, one draw and two defeats.  

Our U13 girls have started their season strong, as 
they continue to battle in the top division. This 
team is ran by myself and Bryan and we are 
continuing to push the ethos that ensures all of the 
children within our team are composed on the ball. 
This season the U13's currently sit in sixth position 
on nine points having secured three wins and two 
narrow defeats. This team will also be making 
history next year after being invited to go to 
Holland, as part of our club's annual trip. In 
previous seasons only boy's team have attended 
with female players participating in those teams, 
however this will be the first all girls team to 
represent the club within Holland and we plan to 
make the club proud and be remembered.  

And finally our U15's have also started strong this 
season within their division as they have also seen 
players leave, but have gained several players in 
their first season at 11 aôside. Currently they sit 
second in their division on 12 points with four wins 
from five games. This is a tremendous start for 
Dave's side who with the help of Kelvin and Jess 
continue to develop them towards senior football in 
a few years time.  

And our biggest success within the last couple of 
months has been the growth of our new U7s team 
at RWB. Over the last month we have seen the 
numbers grow from three girls in their first session 
to 13 just before the half term break. The plan is to 
start early with this young side and push the 
development of the basic skills within football, to 
help develop their game knowledge later on in the 
season.  

We hope you enjoy today's game and get behind 
our ladies in their quest to pick up some league 
points against the early leaders in the league.

GOOD AFTERNOON everyone  
and a warm welcome to our visitors Gloucester 
City today. We hope you enjoy your day. 

Needless to say since my last set of notes for the 
Ilminster game (a game that saw us score a late 
dramatic equaliser and a penalty shootout) it has 
been a strange continuation to a season that 
started strongly.  The weeks following definitely 
presented me personally with some of the 
toughest in my twenty years in football coaching.  

We faced the disappointment of a postponed 
fixture due to óunmovableô agricultural machinery 
with the rearrangement played under the lights 
and a game which we wanted to forget against 
Bitton. 

Followed that Sunday by a game against a very 
resilient Paulton who frustrated us to a 1-1 draw 
which saw numerous last chance tackles and 
clearances.  

Neither of those games prepared us well for a trip 
to Devon where despite, in my opinion, a very 
good performance wasnôt enough to prevent us 
getting knocked out by premier side Torquay for 
the second time in three years. I was particularly 
proud of the teams effort that day and that was 
matched by comments after the game made by 
opposing coaches to say we did not look like a 
side from the league belowé. Unfortunately thatôs 
not enough for the win but did show to me the 
levels we are capable of producing. 

Back to league action, we hosted Cirencester in a 
game I did feel was a dogged performance. Our 

visitors for the day may have felt they shouldôve 
walked away with the win but I think the game 
showed testament to our out of possession 
progress at the moment as a strong defensive 
display was shown. 

So with four games without a win, travelling to a 
team who we havenôt beaten in open play in the 
last three attempts was possibly not the challenge 
we really wanted.  A few tweaks tactically as well 
as a professional performance across all areas of 
the pitch allowed us to leave Bath City with three 
points. It may not have been the prettiest game but 
it was effective and when faced with the slight 
downturn in form: the result needed to outweigh 
the performance. 

Todayôs opponents, Gloucester City, have had a 
brilliant start to the season recording some 
extremely strong results and score lines. My 
understanding is they are spoilt with a wealth of 
talented players assisted by the links with the 
university. It will be a tough game for us but I hope 
they end the day feeling the same. 

As always, your support of the team is very much 
appreciated. Please do all you can to get behind 
the team today, just as you did to get us over the 
line at Twerton Park last weekend.

Gulliver Double Earns Draw

SW Regional Womenôs League Division

Royal Wootton Bassett Town were grateful for 
a brace from leading scorer Hannah Gulliver 
as they hung on to claim a point in a 2-2 derby 
draw at home against Cirencester Town. 

Gulliver struck early from the penalty spot to 
give Bassett the lead before equalising with a 
free kick on the stroke of half time to take her 
to seven goals for the campaign. 

While Gulliver is enjoying a fine individual start 
to her season, as a collective Bassett have 
fallen off the pace in South West Regional 
Women's Football League Division One North. 

This result represented the third league in a 
game in a row they have been unable to win. 

And with a trio of upcoming games against 
three sides who have all made bright starts to 
come - beginning with a trip to Bath City next 
week before a home clash with Gloucester 
City and away date with St Vallier, Bassett will 
soon have a good understanding of whether 
they'll be in the mix for promotion (with just the 
champions guaranteed to go up). 

Against the Centurions Bassett took the lead 
inside the opening ten minutes. Kat Bach was 
brought down by Cirencester 'keeper Leah 

Haney-Wilcox and Gulliver made no mistake 
from the spot. 

But the lead didn't last long as Jodie Bailey 
was allowed to turn inside and tee up Clare 
Hill who blasted a first time piledriver from 
twenty yards out into the top corner. 

And the visitors eventually went in front when 
a corner found an unmarked Libby Messenger 
guided a header towards the far post which 
Amelia Dudding bundled over the line 
following some pinball within the six yard box. 

Bassett therefore seemed set to go into the 
break a goal down. But Gulliver grabbed her 
second late in the half. Earning a free kick on 
the right wing, she dusted herself down before 
delivering a ball that sailed over Haney-
Wilcox's head and into the net. 

Ultimately neither side would be able to add to 
their tally following the restart. 

However Cirencester appeared the most 
likely. 

A fine Phoebe McGouran cross needed just a 
touch to guide it home, but fortunately for 
Bassett the Cirencester forwards who made 
their way into the box were unable to apply it. 

Bassett then had a chance as Maddy Elliott 
initiated a break from a Cirencester corner 
and played a one-two with Bach after a 
lengthy run. Her shot proved comfortable for 
Haney-Wilcox though. 

The visitors then struck the post as Lucy 
Scrannage teed up Jodie Bailey whose effort 
smashed the woodwork. 

Dudding soon had a pair of chances, finding 
the side netting from an angle before shooting 
straight at Millie Powell when through on goal. 

One final opportunity fell Bassett's way but 
Natalie Goodright's snap shot was kept out by 
Haney-Wilcox.

Jas strikes key note as Bassett end 
recent blues 

Goals from Jasmine Kennedy and captain 
Laura Jefferies earned Royal Wootton Bassett 
Town a vital 2-1 win away at Bath City in the 
South West Regional Women's Football League 
Division One North. 

The result, earned thanks to a gritty, determined 
performance, ends Bassett's four game winless 
run which had seen Adam Wood's side pick up 
just two points from three games. And it was 
important that Bassett got back to winning ways 
- especially with leaders Gloucester City, who 
boast a 100 per cent record from their opening 
five games - coming to the Sustain Stadium 
next Sunday 

Bassett led early thanks to Kennedy's quick 
reactions. Bath 'keeper Sadie Farley had 
denied Caitlin Brooks after she received a fine 
ball into the box from Darcy Cox. But the 
rebound fell to Kennedy, who made no mistake, 
steering into the top corner. 

Having lost away at Bath and drawn at home, 
Bassett knew this was going to be a battle. And 
the Romans quickly posed a threat as they 
sought to get on terms, Amy Key heading wide 
from a corner before Tara Taylor could only 
place off target after seizing on an underhit 
pass from 'keeper Millie Powell that was 
intended for Kelly Nightingale. 

But, in an even opening half, Bassett seemed 
as though they were going to head into the 
interval ahead. 

That was until Bath snatched an equaliser with 
moments remaining until the half time whistle. 
Bassett were unable to clear from Erin Duffy's 
dangerous left wing cross, and the ball fell to 
Taylor, who showed good close control before 
fashioning space in a tight area and poking past 
Powell from close range. Powell may have been 
beaten then, but she pulled off a fine save 
shortly after the restart to keep the scores level. 
Madeleine Brown conjured up a shot from a 
tight angle and Powell showed great reflexes to 
tip the ball over the bar. 

It remained a tight contest with the teams 
pushing for the next goal, though few clear cut 
chances of note being created thanks to some 
solid defending from both sides. Around the 
hour mark Hannah Gulliver shot a free kick 
straight at Farley while at the other end Koren 
Thorner-Atkinson struck wide from distance. 

The decisive moment of the second half then 
arrived with quarter of an hour to go. 
Nightingale found Jefferies out wide on the left 
and the Bassett skipper shrugged off the 
attentions of Eve Trivett before lifting a shot 
Farley, who - despite getting a glove to the ball - 
was unable to keep it out. 

Bassett then almost had a third with eight 
minutes to go as Jefferies found Maddy Elliott 
whose low drive fell inches wide of the post. 
The action switched to the other end where 
substitute Poppy Spratt came close to 
equalising with pretty much her first touch after 
coming off the bench. However her half volley 
sailed narrowly wide with Powell beaten. 

Both league meetings between the teams 
produced late goals - Bassett's visit to Twerton 
Park seeing the Romans score an injury time 
winner before Bassett snatched a point in the 
return fixture with a last ditch equaliser. 

There was plenty of stoppage time played on 
this occasion. But the full time whistle 
eventually arrived with Bassett's lead still intact, 
the closest Bath came being when Rebecca Fry 
tried her luck from distance only to shoot 
straight into the hands of Powell.
