This Week With Adam Wood  

GOOD AFTERNOON everyone 
and welcome back once again to the Sustain 
Stadium! A warm welcome to Mark and the 
SGS Olveston United team.  

We are now into the last four games of the 
season, with three of them being at home. 
Unfortunately, it is only league action that will 
see the season out, as the SRWFL has 
decided not to proceed with a league cup 
due to the numerous storms impacting the 
schedule this winter. As a result, there are 
teams with not enough weekends left, which 
has led to our original fixture at home vs 
Purton on May 11th being moved to 
Thursday, April 17th.  

Last week, we enjoyed a good 2-0 victory 
against Bath, which may turn out to be an 
important win in the final run-in, especially 
with neighbours Corsham managing to inflict 
defeat on Bitton ï a result that also saw 
Gloucester City confirmed as champions.

The game could have gone very differently 
had Millie not pulled off a fantastic save from 
Maddy Brown - once a ótransfer targetô of 
mine - in the first half. While Millie didnôt have 

much to do following that 
apart from smart game management, there 
is no doubt that save put us in good stead 
heading into the second half. A lot of Bathôs 
threats came down our right-hand side, 
meaning Kat and Honor were busy 
defensively, with Honor picking up a 
deserved player of the match accolade for 
her contribution to keeping the score down. 
Overall, it was another really strong team 
performance, which I hope we carry into 
todayôs game and beyond.  

Todayôs opposition are very familiar, given 
we only played them in what was seen as a 
óshock defeatô a few weeks ago. While I 
consider that performance one of the worst 
of the season, with many things not going in 
our favour on the day, it was also a good 
advert for this league, showing that teams 
are perfectly capable of taking points off one 
another, making the league very competitive. 
Obviously, we will be looking to correct that 
today. I was pleased with how the team 
collectively took joint responsibility and 
accountability for the result, and I think the 
results, performance and mentality have 
shown improvement since.  

Todayôs game should be very competitive 
and hopefully as entertaining as the last 
couple. At the time of writing, the forecast is 
for a mild, partly sunny day, so hopefully, you 
can enjoy a drink and watch in comfort.

Gloucestershire County League Div 1

SGS Olveston United Ladies started life in 
Gloucestershire County League Division 3 
and were promoted from the Division at the 
end of the season which in the end was 
curtailed due to Covid. The following season 
in Division 2 of the Gloucestershire County 
League they went unbeaten in the league to 
take the league title and another promotion. 
Season 2021-22 saw them in the top division 
of the Gloucestershire County League and a 
third place finish behind Pucklechurch Sports 
and Longwell Green saw them promoted to 
the South West Regional League where they 
were placed in Division One North. The 
Division was made up of just five teams and, 
although the history books show they 

finished second from bottom, they were level 
on points with the runners-up St Vallier so 
tight was the division that season. Last 
season they remained in Division One North 
achieving a top half finish with seven wins 
from their 18 games.  

This season Olveston have won just the one 
game so far, defeating Downend Flyers but 
have picked up four draws in their nine 
league games to date. 

Their top scorer for the past three seasonôs 
has been Rosanna Blackler and she is once 
again their leading scorer this season and 
will be the player Bassett will need to watch 
this afternoon.

Below par Bassett slump to

Royal Wootton Bassett Town's three game 
winning run in the South West Regional 
Women's Football League Division One 
North came to an abrupt end as Bassett fell 
to a 3-1 defeat at struggling Olveston United. 

Facing a side second from bottom in the 
table with just one league win to their name, 
Bassett were strong favourites heading into 
the match. 

However a below par performance saw them 
slump to a damaging loss which saw Adam 
Wood's side slip back to fourth place in the 
table. 

After an uneventful start, the game sprung 
into life midway through the opening period. 

Olveston took the lead as Lauren Ellis found 
Lana Revill who got the better of Millie 
Powell. 

Bassett were soon level through a Kat Bach 
cross that found its way into the net via a 
deflection. 

The visitors then had a golden opportunity to 
take the lead when Bach was fouled in the 
box. However Hannah Gulliver hit the post 
with the resulting penalty. 

A crazy few minutes involving a dubious 
offside call that denied Bach a second and 
the home assistant referee being sent off 
soon delivered a third goal. 

An unmarked Rosanna Blacker had the time 
and space to bring down a cross into the box 
and produce a shot that beat Powell. 

And it was almost 3-1 before the break but 
Powell did well to deny Evie Timbrell. 

Olveston would make it 3-1 on the hour. Alice 
Bowden was adjudged to have handled in 
the box and Blacker did what Bassett could 
not and converted her penalty. 

The hosts would then see out the game, 
recording a deserved win as Bassett suffered 
an unexpected, frustrating setback in their 
quest for a top three finish.

Bach helps orchestrate vital 
Bath win 

Royal Wootton Bassett Town recorded an 
important South West Regional Women's 
Football League Division One North win for a 
second week in a row as they beat Bath City 
2-0 at home. 

Last week's victory at Cirencester Town 
made Bassett favourites for third place in the 
division. 

This weekend saw Adam Wood's side move 
up into that position - and also close the gap 
on second place Bitton to just a point after 
they were beaten by Corsham Town. 

By beating Bath, Bassett's cushion over the 
Romans now stands at seven points - a 
figure that the Somerset side are very 
unlikely to be able to overturn with just four 
games left. 

And with Cirencester also losing this 
weekend against Stockwood Wanderers, 
Bassett now need one point from four games 
to all but ensure they finish above the 
Centurions. 

 

Bassett's eyes will now be set on 
leapfrogging Bitton though. And they can 
take confidence from another assured 
victory. 

The game against Bath first came into live in 
the closing stages of the first half when Millie 
Powell did well tip a Maddy Brown shot over 
the bar before Maddy Elliott set Kat Bach 
through on goal at the other end only for the 
Bassett forward to place wide. 

Bach then put Bassett ahead shortly after the 
restart. Mia Mugford and Laura Jefferies 
combined well with the latter delivering a 
cross into the box that Bach rose to head 
home. 

Mugford should have made it two shortly 
after as she drove forward before shooting 
just wide. She later forced a good save from 
Sadie Farley before eventually getting 
Bassett's second with twenty minutes to go. 

After taking on two defenders she played a 
neat give-and-go with Hannah Gulliver before 
tapping in past Farley. 

Bath would rarely threaten, with the closest 
they came being when Jefferies headed a 
testing Tara Taylor corner off the line at the 
far post. 

Bassett will now look to make it three wins on 
the bounce when they host SGS Olveston 
United next week - before an away date 
against champions-elect Gloucester City.
