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From The Dugout - Adam Wood  
HAPPY NEW YEAR to 
all and welcome back to the Sustain 
Stadium for our first fixture of 2025, I 
do hope everyone enjoyed their 
festive break whatever it is you got up 
to.  A warm welcome to our visitors, 
Paulton Rovers, as well.  

The festive break is always an awkward one at 
our level of the game, with no fixtures for a 
couple of weeks realistically I think we are 
happy to be back the first weekend so we can 
shake off those cobwebs (and excess 
food!).  During the break I, and some of the 
team, managed to get out to watch the men's 
team home fixtures both on Boxing Day against 
Corsham and then two days later against 
Pershore, a tough fixture schedule for the time 
of year and then a trip to Herefordshire awaited 
them on New Years' Day.  Sometimes I do 

question the expectation from leagues on non-
professional, volunteer-led football 
clubs.  Needless to say it did help with my 
footie fix!  

Today's game is first of four games in a row at 
home with us spending the whole of January 
without needing to travel.  Do not worry, you will 
not have to read my notes each week as I have 
asked the other members of the management 
team to contribute.  

Last league home game and actually my last 
set of notes that went to public viewing was a 2-
1 defeat to early season favourites Gloucester 
City. I thought we played well throughout but 
the visitors deserved the win but I feel we gave 
them a difficult game and will definitely make 
the return fixture interesting, which is 
currently  the last game of the season.   
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Caitlin Brooks then scored five first half goals 
against St Vallier with Maddy Elliott scoring in 
the second half which put us back to winning 
ways with a 6-2 victory at Longleaze.  

Then our last home game was 17th November! 
This game saw us advance in the Wiltshire 
County Cup with a win against Wilts 
Development Division side Blunsdon. It was a 
one-sided game but I have to take my hat off to 
Blunsdon they did not stop and worked hard 
throughout and were a true pleasure to host. I 
have to give kudos to our team too, sometimes 
those one sided affairs can lead to arrogance 
and what I would say is unnecessary football 
but we continued to play encouraging football 
with variety  

Frustratingly, Storm Bert tore it's way through 
the ground (quite literally).   For me, always a 
good measurement of a storm when it means 
football can't be played at the Sustain Stadium 
but even then it was not due to the pitch but 
health and safety around the ground.  

We returned to league action with a draw 
against Downend Flyers, tough pitch to play on 
but also not our best performance but I think 
what it did represent is how close this league is 
ability-wise, whilst Gloucester are the team 
currently running away with it the pressure 
mounts on them in the second half of the 
season.  Skipping one storm, another one 
called Darragh then played havoc on league 
fixtures again as fixtures across the south west 
were postponed.  Personally, I was 
disappointed with this postponement as we 
were due to play Olveston and on Sunday I 
believe that it would have been safe to travel 
but early agreement by the league on the 
Saturday saw Olveston requesting a 
postponement for player and staff safety.     

Staverton welcomed us in the next round of the 
County Cup before Christmas, a much changed 
squad which also saw a debut for Ellie Burgess 
who signed in December after training with us 
following a lengthy spell out of the game.  Some 
great performances throughout, similar to the 
Blunsdon game I admired the determination 
from the team to continue playing attractive 
football rather than exploiting a continuous 
weakness with our opposition who in 
themselves were very young but competed very 
sportingly.  It was great to see Emma Sykes 
notch a hattrick before she heads off on her 
travels but a new partnership up top with 
Hannah Gulliver and Kat Bach also converting 
four goals between them, including another cup 
hattrick for Hannah. Whilst Honor Fraser, Jas 
Kennedy and Cara Sommerville also got in on 
the act I think the most noticeable goal was 
from Millie Powell as she cameoed out on pitch.  

As there has been a long break since my last 
notes, it would be prudent to give you some 
updates.  Firstly, I am delighted to welcome 
Steve Kennedy to the coaching staff, Steve 
comes with a wealth of experience in the game 
and even still plays.  His tactical insight and 
specialism in certain areas of our formation and 
set pieces have been very welcomed by the 
staff and team.  Not an unusual face for most of 
you though as you will have seen him up here 
supporting his daughter, Jas.  

There has been movement player-wise as 
well.  Unfortunately we say goodbye to Grace 
Whitehouse who leaves to focus on her studies 
and other commitments, I've known Grace for 
just over three years and I really hope she is not 
out of the game for too long.  We also welcome 
Alice Bowden, Ellie Burgess and Mia Mugford 
to the team.  Alice, a defender I have known for 
many years, has made a return to football after 
a period of looking after her newborn.  She 
brings a great level of higher league 
experience, she has been training for a while 
and we already we have seen a positive 
impact.  Ellie some will remember was my 
assistant manager at Swindon Town U16s, she 
has been thinking for a long time about getting 
back on the football pitch after injury meant she 
focussed heavily and successfully on coaching: 
it will be great to have a 'coach on the pitch' but 
hopefully we can unlock the Ellie of old with a 
great range of passing.  Finally, Mia joins us on 
a dual-sign from Swindon Town, a forward 
player who will add even more quality to our 
arsenal of attackers.  I've known Mia for a long 
time and have always admired her quality (may 
have even tried to sign her away from Swindon 
before...) so was pleased when Richard Wood 
reached out to me asking if we would be 
interested in a dual-sign.  

Many will know now but I should mention the 
great news that Royal Wootton Bassett Town 
FC have partnered with Imagine Cruising to 
become a major sponsor to the men's first and 
women's teams, I have been personally lucky 
enough to be involved with some big sponsors 
but this is huge for the club and it is great to see 
continued support for the female 
section.

Paulton Rovers  

Paulton Rovers was formed as a football 
club in 1881 by the villageôs vicar and a local 
businessman.  

Paulton Rovers menôs teams first played 
competitive football in the Western Football 
League, which they joined in 1900, stayed 
until 1904, left and rejoined in 1905, stayed 
until 1924, then from 1925 to 1926 and 
joined again in 1929. 

After World War II, Rovers were placed in 
the top division of what was now a two-
division league but were relegated to 
Division Two in 1953. In 1960 Division Two 
was scrapped and for the next fourteen 
years the team played in the Somerset 
County Football League, but they eventually 
rejoined the Western League in 1974. When 
the league expanded back to two divisions 
in 1976 they were placed in the Premier 
Division but were relegated in 1981, only to 
bounce back three years later. A series of 
strong finishes in the late 1990s and early 
2000s eventually saw them promoted to the 
Southern League in 2004 in the Division 
One South and West. After finishing fourth in 
2013/14 they won a play off semi final at 
Tiverton Town 3ï1 and then surprised 
Merthyr Town in front of a 2,201 crowd who 
had been unbeaten on their own ground in 
the league by winning 2ï0 and gaining 
promotion to the Southern League Premier 
Division. 

Paulton Rovers had reached the Division 
One South and West play-off semi-finals in 
2006ï07 losing 1ï4 at home to Taunton 

Town and in 2012ï13 losing 4ï2 after extra 
time to Hungerford Town. 

Having defeated Chippenham Town 3ï0 at 
home in the 4th qualifying round of the 2009
ï10 FA Cup, Paulton were drawn at home 
against League One team Norwich City, 
which was televised on ITV1, making it 
Paulton's first live televised football match. 
They lost the match 7ï0. The official match 
attendance was 2,070.  

Paulton Rovers womenôs side have 
progressed out of the Somerset County 
League to the South West Regional 
Womenôs League. They were promotion into 
the South West Regional Womenôs League 
after finishing as runners-up to Keynsham 
Town Reserves in the covid impacted 
season of 2020-21. 

Their first two sides in the higher league 
would be in the Eastern Division, finishing 
third in Season 2021-22 and then fourth in 
Season 2022-23. 

Season 2023-24 saw them moved into the 
North Division where they struggled finishing 
eighth in a ten team division and just 
avoiding relegation.   

In each of those four previous seasons Alex 
Gwyther has finished as the sides top scorer  
but she has failed to find the net so far this 
season.

Royal Wootton Bassett Town conceded a 
late equaliser as they were held to a 
frustrating 2-2 draw away at South West 
Regional Women's Football League Division 
One North basement dwellers Downend 
Flyers. 

The result sees Adam Wood's side slip to 
fifth in the table as they lost key ground in the 
battle for second spot behind runaway 
leaders Gloucester City. 

Having put six goals past Downend when the 
teams met earlier in the season, this time 
Bassett lacked the required clinical edge in 
front of goals. That allowed their hosts to stay 
in the game - and snatch a late leveller that 
came against the run of play. 

Downend had taken an early lead when 
Grace Smith beat Rosie Jones to the ball and 
coolly slotted in after rounding Millie Powell. 

But Bassett quickly restored parity. Maddy 
Elliott did well to keep the ball in play near 
the byline and cut back into the box. 

Downend were then unable to clear with 
Caitlin Brooks taking advantage as she fired 
in from close range. 

And the visitors were to be ahead before the 
break. Elliott had been denied by a fine save 
midway through the half. However she made 
no mistake as the half time whistle neared, 
heading in at the far post from a Hannah 
Gulliver corner. 

Bassett then enjoyed the better of 
proceedings when play resumes, but a 
crucial third goal proved elusive. 

Gulliver and Emma Sykes both saw shots 
well saved. Meanwhile, after Smith struck 
narrowly wide at the other end, Gulliver saw 
a cross-cum-shot hit the post and Kat Bach 
saw a tame effort go straight at the 'keeper's 
when well placed. 

Those missed opportunities meant Downend 
were still in the game. And they fully 
equalised with eight minutes to go as Emily 
Petteford fired in from range. 

Downend - who had battled hard all 
afternoon - came close to a winner too as, 
shortly after making it 2-2, Brooke Moore 
crashed an effort against the crossbar.

Kat Bach doubled the lead, volleying in from 
a Gulliver corner before Gulliver got her first 
of the afternoon, putting away from an Honor 
Fraser cross. 

Gulliver was involved in a third consecutive 
goal as Jasmine Kennedy put in from her 
corner. 

Gulliver then made it 5-0 as she finished off a 
move involving Fraser, Bach and Sykes. 

Fraser got in on the act to increase the score 
to 6-0, volleying in from a Sykes delivery. 

Gulliver seemingly stole a goal off Bach for 

Bassett's seventh, tapping after her 
teammate's cool finish rolled across the 
goalline. 

Sykes scored the eighth from the edge of the 
box before Kennedy got her second from the 
penalty spot to make it nine. 

Bassett did take their foot off the gas in the 
second half - and found the Staverton 
'keeper in a determined mood. 

But the score increased to double figures 
when Cara Sommerville fired in after Millie 
Powell - featuring outfield - had headed onto 
the bar. 

Sykes completed her hat trick for 11-0, 
scoring after Nat Goodright set a Gulliver 
cross back to her. 

Powell, Bassett's regular 'keeper, then 
completed the scoring, heading in as she 
made the most of a rare opportunity to test 
her outfield skills. 

The competition should get tougher in the 
last eight. However, with just Purton and 
Swindon Town from Bassett's level or higher 
left in the competition, Adam Wood's side are 
now well placed for a deep run in the 
competition.

Powell is a young goalkeeper entering her fourth season in senior football. She has

great shotstopping ability and is also confident with the ball at her feet. Boasting a lot of

talent and potential, she claimed the number one jersey early in the 2021-22 season

season and never looked back, featuring sixteen times while earning both the Players'

Player and Manager's Player of the Year awards for her excellent performances. Powell

went on to make another 22 appearances in 2022-23, starting all but three games.
