They joined the 
Gloucestershire County Womens Division 2 
and appointed Steve Jones as Manager. 
They were quickly to learn some harsh 
lessons as they suffered heavy defeats in 
the opening few weeks of the season 
including 13-0 & 10-0 defeats. Results 
steadily improved over the season and they 
finished on a high with some positive results 
against the top sides in the division. They 
ended there first season in 5th position 

The 2008/2009 season saw the Ladies enter 
the Womens FA Cup for the first time and 
after a promising start they faded away to 
finish the season poorly once again ending 
up in 5th place.

The successful  junior girls team led by 
Dean Langdon contained a number of 
talented youngsters who moved into senior 
football with a newly formed  Reserve 
team  for the 23/24season and  they had a 
stellar season winning another double and 
remaining unbeaten. 

Now under the stewardship of Director of 
football Paul Passaway and managers Dean 
Langdon, Lee Hopton & Big Matt Sheedy 
the futures bright for the club as they 
continue to develop the clubs youngsters 
alongside the more experienced players.
