Welcome To Todayõs Game 

GOOD AFTERNOON and  
welcome to the Sustain Stadium for our sixth 
home league fixture of the season. We 
welcome St Vallier who are based north side 
of Bristol, for what will be their first visit to the 
Gerard Buxton. I missed our away win back 
in November playing for the Over 50ôs and 
missed an opportunity to visit a new ground. 
As always a warm welcome to all our visitors 
from St Vallier, the players, coaches and 
supporters who have made the short journey 
along the M4 to join us this afternoon.

with the final one taking place at 1:15 by the 
match referee Peter Darby who officiated the 
game well and abandonede the game at the 
right time, just before a final down pour that 
left the pitch under water at the far end. With 

reflection the game could have been stopped 
at half time but the weather apps were all 
showing no more rain and the pitch was 
starting to drain, but that was not to be the 
case and just after the game restarted so did 
the rain, with us leading 1-0 from a well 
taken goal by Mia Mugford . The pitch had 
held up well only to give in on 57minutes, 
with us looking favourites to go on to win the 
game.  

Onto last Sundays away game at Stockwood 
Wanderers which was played on a very 
heavy pitch with long grass that made 
running with the ball very hard and again 
credit to the team on a very disciplined 
performance all round. Leading 1-0 at half 
time in what was an even 45 minutes, the 
introduction of fresh legs at the break in my 
opinion proved to be the extra injection of 
pace that saw us take a strong hold on the 
game and it was only a matter of time until 
we increased our lead to two nil.  After 
scoring the second from there we never 
looked like losing the game and went on to 
add a third goal and take all three points, my 
POTM from last Sunday game was Mia 
Mugford who has become a very good 
addition to the squad.   

As always hopeful for another important 
three points and an exciting game.

GOOD AFTERNOON everyone 
and welcome St Vallier players, staff and 
fans to the Sustain Stadium.  Itôs been a few 
weeks since my last notes, but I have 
enjoyed seeing my colleagues updating you 
with their views on what is going on here at 
Bassett.  

Weôve had some interesting fixtures lately, 
presenting a few challenge.  Following our 
game against Paulton being moved to the 
AGP (thank you to the U18s team for being 
flexible with their game) due to the weather it 
was definitely a game that looked like both 
sides had a Christmas breaks with despite it 
being relatively end to end mistakes were 
made as players started to blow away the 
cobwebs.

St Vallier  

St Vallier AFC was founded in 1974. The 
team name comes from its roots in Filton and 
being twinned with St Vallier in France.  St 
Vallier's teams have always been primarily in 
the youth football leagues. 

In 2018 Scott Harris became Chairman and 
with some new committee members and new 
ideas to take the club in a new direction.  The 
Club made the decision to add a men's 
football team, as this would hopefully provide 
our young talented players a direction into 
adult football in the Bristol area and staying 
with the club they know. 

The club provide grassroots football from the 
ages of 4 upwards starting in YDS (Youth 
Development Scheme) to Under 18ôs.  The 
club also moved into Womenôs football as 
well, bringing in Almondsbury Ladies as part 
of the club. They were interested in joining as 
they could see that they would be provided 
with the support they needed and 
independence to control their teams direction 
along with the support of the St Valliers 
committee. 

This came about as we had started Weetabix 
Wildcats for young girls to be involved in 
football and we run the training sessions on a 
Saturday, providing a fun experience and a 
safe and secure environment to play 
in.  Again weôd like to create a pathway for 
these young players and with St Valliers 
Womens they can see they have the potential 
to stay with the club into adult football as well. 

We currently have mixed teams but weôd like 
to have some girls only teams to create a 
dedicated link from Wildcats to Youth to 
Senior team.  The menôs football team has 
gone from strength to strength with back to 
back league titles and competing in the final 
of both cup competitions in the 22-23 season. 
Winning one of the finals to complete a 
historic moment with a league and cup victory 
in the same season.   

The Ladies team had a good season 
competing in Tier 6 which also included a first 
for St Vallier's with a team competing in the 
FA Cup. The team had a good season and 
just missed out on promotion by the finest of 
margins but the team did have the top Scorer 
for the league as a whole and will look to 
build this season and push for promotion. 
The Ladies team are part of Her Game Too 
and proudly display the badges on the kit. 

Whatôs next for St Vallier's - well weôd like to 
move to better facilities where we have more 
control over the pitches and can control our 
own destiny more than at present.  
As mentioned above trying to see how we 
can move girls football forward and giving 
them teams they can play in exclusively.  We 
have had a few players who have come 
through St Valliers youth teams and have 
been able to progress to a professional 
career in the football leagues. 

2024 is a Big year for the Club as we will be 
celebrating 50 years of being established in 
grassroots football.

Goals Summer signing Caitlin Brooks 
scored five first half goals as Royal Wootton 
Bassett Town recorded an emphatic 6-2 
victory away at St Vallier in a battle between 
two of South West Regional Women's 
Football League Division One North's top 
half sides. 

The result saw Bassett bounce back in style 
following last Sunday's narrow defeat at 
home against leaders Gloucester City. 
Furthermore, the three points help keep 
Bassett in touch with second and third place 
sides Cirencester Town and Bitton in what is 
proving, as expected, to be a highly 
competitive division. 

Brooks struck twice in the opening ten 
minutes to put Bassett in a commanding 
position early on. Her first followed up great 
build up play involving Honor Fraser, 
Jasmine Kennedy and Emma Sykes. 
Brooks then almost instantly added a 
second, heading in at the far post from a 
Fraser delivery. It was by no means all 
Bassett in the opening stages, with Millie 

Powell saving well from Georgia Adams. 

But Brooks was clinical and soon had her 
hat trick, Mia Sanghara feeding Laura 
Jefferies whose cross teed up the forward 
for her third. Powell made another good 
save to keep out Keziah Welsh before 
Brooks made it 4-0. 

Fraser seized possession before picking out 
Maddy Elliott. Elliott's touch took her slightly 
too wide to shoot herself, but she kept her 
composure and laid the ball off for Brooks 
who did the rest. 

St Vallier were able to get one back when a 
stray Bassett pass fell into the path of 
Evangeline Foster who beat Powell from 
twenty yards. But Brooks restored Bassett's 
four goal lead with her fifth of the opening 
half, heading home from another Fraser 
delivery. 

Elliott extended Bassett's lead further shortly 
after the restart, steering in at the far post 
from Jefferies' dangerous free kick delivery. 
The score remained that way until just over 
ten minutes to go when Paige Stewart 
headed beyond Thea Hopkins, who was 
introduced for her debut late on in place of 
Powell. But that was nothing more than a 
consolation as Brooks' first half finishing 
masterclass was more than enough to fire 
Bassett to a convincing triumph.

Royal Wootton Bassett Town booked a 
Wiltshire County Women's Cup semi final 
date with Swindon Town after easing past FC

quarter final. 

For the third consecutive game in the 
competition, Bassett hit double figures as 
they triumphed 15-1 against Wiltshire League 
opponents. 

Bassett raced into a 6-0 half time lead as 
Maddy Elliott opened the scoring before 
going on to hit an opening half hat trick. 
Caitlin Brooks scored twice before the 
interval with Hannah Gulliver - to make it 2-0 
- also on target. 

Nat Goodright made it 7-0 after the restart 
before Brooks completed her hat trick. 

And Bassett went 12-0 ahead with Alice 
Telling, Goodright, Honor Fraser and Elliott 
further increasing the home side's lead. 

But FC Chippenham made sure they 

wouldn't finish the night empty-handed. 
Shortly after Amy Totterdell was denied by a 
Rosie Jones goalline clearance, Sophie 
Mernagh grabbed a consolation with a long 
range effort. 

Bassett weren't done though, and Gulliver 
grabbed the opportunity to move back to the 
top of the scoring charts as she netted three 
further goals. 

While Bassett's run to the semi finals has 
been an easy one, they have shown no 
complacency in their victories against 
Blunsdon, Staverton Rangers and now FC 
Chippenham. 

They now await the toughest test possible in 
the last four against Swindon - though 
Bassett will do all they can to try and cause 
an upset.

Brooks and Bach help Bassett

Goals from Caitlin Brooks and Kat Bach 
helped Royal Wootton Bassett Town to a 
deserved, albeit hard fought, away victory 
against Stockwood Wanderers. 

The result sees Bassett remain in fourth in 
the South West Regional Women's Football 
League Division One North. But, given 
results elsewhere, Bassett closed the gap to 
third place Cirencester Town while also 
gaining ground on Bath City and St Vallier - 
the two sides immediately below them. 

Bassett led 1-0 at the break courtesy of 
Brooks' opener as she took advantage of 
miscommunication in the Stockwood back 
line to nip in and guide home an Alice 
Bowden cross. 

Coming midway through the opening half, 
the goal was somewhat against the run of 
play after Wanderers had slightly the better 
of the opening exchanges. 

But Bassett gradually grew into the game 
and were in the ascendancy at the break. 
The visitors even came close to doubling 
their advantage when Alice Telling headed 
narrowly wide from a corner. 

Nevertheless it was all still to play for when 
the teams turned round with Bassett 
knowing they were in a contest. 

But, on a difficult, heavy pitch, Bassett 
ensured to assert themselves in the second 
half - though they had to wait for the goals 
that would make sure of victory. 

Maddy Elliott twice came close but was 
unable to find her range, while Nat 
Goodright placed wide from the penalty spot 
after Bach was felled by a push in the back. 

Bassett's patience paid off though as Bach 
headed in from a pinpoint Mia Mugford 
corner. 

She then made it 3-0 in somewhat 
controversial fashion, taking advantage of 
Stockwood switching off as they claimed the 
Bassett forward had handled the ball and 
steering into the top corner. 

A fourth almost arrived too from another 
Mugford corner but a good save kept out a 
Bowden effort. 

Bassett had done more than enough for the 
points though - and they'll be looking to 
further strengthen their league position 
when St Vallier visit the Sustain Stadium 
next week.
