Welcome To Today’s Game 

GOOD EVENING and  welcome  to 
the Sustain Stadium here at the Gerard 
Buxton Sports Ground for this Wiltshire 
County FA Premier Shield tie against 
Westbury United.  

A warm welcome to all the players, 
management team, club officials and 
supporters from Westbury United who have 
made the journey up from the south of the 
county to be with us today. We hope you all 
enjoy your short stay with us this evening 
and we wish you a safe journey home. 

A warm welcome also to any representatives 
from the Wiltshire FA who might be here 
tonight.  

In the programme for Saturday’s game 
against Hereford Pegasus I pointed out how 
good our record against Pegasus was, and in 
particular our recent record. Saturday’s 4-0 
win against a side who led the table at the 
start of the season maintained that excellent 
run of results and saw us climb up to seventh 
spot in the table. We also climbed above 
alleged big spending Corsham Town who 
lost their eighth straight game and, judging 
by social media, the fans are not happy. We 
are now just two points outside the play-off 
spots having won our last five league games. 

Tonight we take a break from league action 
with this Wiltshire County FA Premier Shield 
tie against a side who won this particular cup 
two seasons ago beating Swindon Town in 
the final. Whilst the last programme 
highlighted an excellent record against the 
day’s opponents, in contrast our record 
against tonight’s opponents is frankly 
abysmal over the years. In total the two sides 
have met 84 times in competitive fixtures and 
we have won just 19 of those games, with 
Westbury winning 56 times against us, which 
included some very heavy defeats back in 
the 1950s. Our recent record is also not 
good , with Westbury winning all of the last 
seven meetings between the sides. Another 
unwanted record is that we have never 
beaten Westbury in a County Cup 
competition, tonight would be a nice time to 
finally end that position. 

The last time the two clubs met was when 
Westbury United spent their one season in 
the Uhlsport Hellenic League, gaining 
promotion after finishing runners-up on the 
basis of their points per game record and 
have been in the Southern League for three 
seasons now. They currently sit 19th in the 
Southern League Division One South table, 
fourth from bottom, with four teams 
potentially being relegated at the end of the 
season. Their focus will be on making sure 
they stay up this season but will, like 
ourselves, also like a cup run. Last season 
we reached the semi final of this competition 
and it would be good to have another cup run 
in this competition. 

The Women’s side’s finally ended their run of 
games without a win with a 2-1 away 
success on Sunday against Bath City. The 
win saw them move up to fourth place in the 
table ahead of Sunday’s big game against 
Gloucester City, a side who have won all five 
of their league games so far this season. 
Could Bassett be the first side to take points 
off them this season?   

The Development side pushed title chasing 
Wroughton all the way for the second time 
this season on Saturday, in the end two late 
goals saw Mark Simpkins side go down 2-0 
but Wroughton knew they had been in 
another tough game. Despite another defeat 
Bassett remain outside of the relegation 
positions on goal difference following that 
midweek win over Larkhall.   

With it being half term week there were no 
fixtures in the Youth Section this Sunday with 
the action set to recommence next Sunday. 

I should finally get to see my first game here 
since  

Enjoy the game and hopefully the start of a 
little cup run for Royal Wootton Bassett Town 
in the Premier Shield.

Today’s Opponents  

Westbury United 
The club started in 1920 with the 
amalgamation of two local sides. Westbury 
Old Comrades FC had just won promotion to 
the First Division of the Wiltshire County 
League and to strengthen the side they 
joined forces with a local junior side, 
Westbury Great Western Railway XI. 
Together they became Westbury United 
Football Club. 

In its first season the club finished third from 
bottom of the county league and after 
struggling throughout the 1920s, went on to 
great success in the 1930s.  

In the 1930s Westbury won everything 
possible in Wiltshire football and in 1936 also 
reached the first-round proper of the FA Cup. 
They were led by a magnificent player called 
Billy Pearce, who captained the Wiltshire 
county side throughout the decade. Also in 
the side at the time was a prolific goalscorer 
called Bill Butler, who scored more than 
eighty senior goals in one season (including 
thirty in a month!). 

The club then purchased and moved to its 
present ground in Meadow Lane, at a cost of 
£475 for the four-acre site. The very first 
game played on what was then the Jubilee 
Playing Field was against Bristol City and a 
crowd of around 4000 attended.  

In recent years the Club has, with the help of 
the Football Stadia Improvement Fund, been 
able to replace the drainage system on the 
pitch as well as erect fencing around the 
ground and a wall around the pitch. 
Following several seasons in the 2000s 
where the aim of promotion to the Toolstation 
Premier League wasn’t achieved, long 
standing manager Paul Brickley stood down 
and there were six seasons of struggle from 
2010/11 till 2015/16 under various managers, 
with the team finishing in the bottom three 
every time. 

Matthew Bright took over as Chairman in 
November 2014, installing Shaun Gardner as 
1st team manager. Bright aimed to make the 
club more family orientated and make 
Westbury United the centre of the local 

community. The club now have a strong link 
with the local youth football club, Westbury 
Youth FC, which provides a pathway for 
youth footballers. Gardner's team finished 
the 2014/2015 season bottom of the league 
table but avoided relegation. In September 
2015, Gardner resigned as first team 
manager. His assistant manager, James 
Goddard, was appointed as his successor 
after three games in temporary charge. 
Westbury finished the 2015/16 season in 
20th position. 

Season 2016/17 started with them winning 
half of their games up until the middle of 
November, followed by a run of nine games 
with only one win and one draw. Morale 
amongst the players was low and the officers 
of the club were concerned Westbury would 
be involved in another relegation battle; the 
decision was made to relieve James 
Goddard from his duties at the club after a 
home defeat by Chippenham Park, at that 
time a relegation rival. Westbury's reserve 
manager, Marc Lanfear, stepped in to lead 
the first team whilst a new manager was 
sought. He was assisted for those two 
matches by Nathan Hallett-Young; they won 
both of their games against two of the top 
three teams in the division. 

Father and son, Neil and Joe Kirkpatrick, 
were appointment joint managers on 1 
February 2017. They suffered defeat in their 
first three league games in charge, but after 
that they over-saw a five-league game 
winning streak, the first time Westbury United 
achieved this since 2009. 

The Kirkpatrick's had attracted a strong 
group of players and Westbury started the 
season amongst the favourites to be 
promoted. They started the season well, 
staying unbeaten for the first 13 league 
games, winning 8 and drawing 5. Chairman 
Matt Bright stepped down in early October to 
spend more time with his family, and 
Secretary Greg Coulson was elected to 
become Chairman at a Special General 
Meeting in early November. .

Westbury United 
The club won the First Division and secured 
promotion to the Premier Division. They 
managed to score more points (95, previous 
best 91), score more goals (97, previous best 
95) and concede the least goals (29, 
previous best 39) in the club’s history.  

Their first season in the Premier Division saw 
Westbury, fired by the goals of youngster 
Callum Demkiv who they had attracted 
across from Melksham Town, finish in the top 
five, a tremendous achievement in their first 
season at Step 5. The following season they 
sat mid-table when Covid-19 brought the 
season to a premature end and were 6th in 
the table when the same thing happened last 
season. During the summer they moved 
across to the Uhlsport Hellenic League as 
part of the FA’s restructuring of the National 
League System. 

The team spent just one season in the 
Hellenic finishing second after just four 
defeats, and achieved promotion to the 
Southern League on a points-per-game 
basis. During the off season Chairman Greg 
Coulson stepped down to concentrate on his 

career, he was quickly replaced by former 
first team manager Sam Gooding. Sam 
immediately set about maintaining the link 
with Westbury Youth FC and planned to 
bring Westbury its first ever adult ladies 
football team. 

With Westbury United being promoted to 
step 4 of the English pyramid, for the first 
time in the clubs history. Ricky Hulbert and 
Lewis Porter's side endured an excellent first 
season, finishing 10th in the Southern 
League Division One South, before then 
going on to be crowned Wiltshire Premier 
Shield Champions in May 2023. Beating 
Swindon Town 3–0 at The County Ground. 

Westbury’s second season in the Southern 
League was a more difficult one with club 
eventually finishing in 17th place in a division 
of 19 teams, just avoiding relegation. 

This season again sees them at the wrong 
end of the table, they are currently sat 19th in 
the table of 22 teams, which this season 
would be a relegation position.

goals in those seven games, including 18 in 
their last four league outings. 

Pegasus came into the game in something 
of a rut having failed to win in their eight 
previous league outings. But with eleven of 
their sixteen league games going into the 
match having been decided by a single goal 
or less, this was expected to be no easy 
fixture for Bassett. 

But a clinical performance ensured Collier 
and his team eventually cantered to victory. 

Leading scorer Alfie Presley got Bassett on 
their merry way nine minutes before the 
interval, steering in first time at the left post 
from close range following Jack Hobson-
McVeigh'a perfectly placed low cross into 
the box. 

Prior to that the game had been a relatively 
even affair with Finn Hopkins having the 
best chance of note when he found the post 
from a tight angle. 

However that opening goal put Bassett in 
the ascendancy going into the interval. 

They then came out for the second half in 
the mood for more. And Bassett duly 
delivered as they pulled away from their 
visitors. 

Presley served as the creator for Bassett's 
second three minutes after the restart. 
Following a swift counter, he cut back for 
youngster Hopkins who confidently swept 
into the bottom corner from twelve yards. 

Pegasus' cause wasn't helped shortly before 
the hour when leading scorer Carlos Moreira 
picked up a second yellow card for dissent. 

And soon after it was 3-0 as Hopkins teed 
up Tommy Ouldridge for a simple close 
range finish. 

The scoring was then completed five 
minutes from time when George Peare rose 
highest to meet a Hobson-McVeigh corner, 
which he expertly guided into the top left 
corner. 

Bassett now sit seventh, just two points off 
the playoff places. Those credentials will be 
tested in their next two league fixtures at 
home against fellow contenders Sporting 
Club Inkberrow and then away at Worcester 
Raiders. 

But if they repeat this performance, Bassett 
will be confident of being back in the top five 
in the next couple of weeks. 

First though they face a home Wiltshire 
Premier Shield date with Southern League 
Westbury United - and an opportunity to put 
higher level opposition to the sword

Last season Kintbury Rangers pushed 
Amesbury Town all the way in the race for the 
title, eventually finishing seven points short.

There were a couple of important games at the 
bottom end of the table, and it was to prove to 
be a good afternoon for the young Salisbury 
Development side who were another side to 
move out of the bottom four with a win. Goals 
from Josh Ngombi, Henry Anoma and Naman 
Gurung secured a convincing 3-0 win over a 
Faringdon Town side who do not travel well, 
having now lost all six games on the road they 
have played. They have also now lost four 
league games in a row which has seen them 
slip into the bottom four.  

The final game in the Premier Division on 
Saturday was at Sutton Park where 
Blunsdon’s visitors were Larkhall Athletic 
Development who were looking to end a run of 
four straight defeats of their own. The teams 
turned around all square at the break with a 
goal apiece. John O’Donoghue then put 
Blunsdon 2-1 up but an equaliser for Larkhall 
ten minutes from time gave them a deserved 
share of the points. Jordan Phillips and Harvey 
Kendrick with the Larkhall goals, Nick Craft with 
that first half goal for Blunsdon. 
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YOU may have caught our recent programme 
column on former Non-League players 
excelling as coaches at the elite level of the 
game. 

The current poster boy is, of course, Anthony 
Barry. In case you didn’t seem, the former 
Conference title winner landed a new job last 
week.  England assistant manager!  

It’s only been seven years since he was in 
Wrexham’s midfield. Since taking the coaching 
path, he’s been on the staff at Chelsea, 
Bayern Munich, Belgium and Portugal – now 
he will be Thomas Tuchel’s right-hand man.  

“Pretty incredible,” he said when asked how it 
felt for England’s YouTube channel. “Quite 
surreal. The process since it started has been 
fantastic. Thomas and I have loved every 
minute of it. As soon as I’ve seen this project 
capture the imagination of Thomas in the way 
that it did, we were back and forward sharing 
so much energy towards it, the imagination of 
the team and what we can do with these 
players. 

“And then, of course, there is the extra layer 
for me. I am an Englishman. I’ve worked at 
other federations around the world. It was 
always a privilege to work on the highest level. 

“But to come home now and represent The 
FA, England and the Three Lions is something 
that is the proudest day of my career so far.” 

Liverpool-born Barry, 38, progressed through 
the Everton youth ranks but was released at 
18 and went on to play for Coventry City, 
Accrington Stanley, Yeovil Town and Chester 
City.  

Barry joined Fleetwood Town to help them win 
promotion to the Football League before 
joining Step 1 Forest Green Rovers for the 
2013-14. 

Finishing his career after a second stint at 
Wrexham, Barry joined Paul Cook’s backroom 
staff at Wigan in 2017 and after a chance 
meeting with Frank Lampard while studying for 
his UEFA Pro-Licence. 

His detailed analysis of 16,380 throw-ins made 

a mark on Lampard and Barry was drafted in 
to work under the Blues legend as a set-piece 
coach – a role which he has since gone on to 
make his name. 

Lampard departed in January 2021, but Barry 
stayed on at Stamford Bridge to work under 
his successor Tuchel. 

The pair developed a strong friendship, 
helping Chelsea win the Champions League, 
and when Tuchel was sacked by Chelsea in 
September 2022, he returned for Barry when 
he was appointed at Bayern Munich the 
following year. England will be their third job 
together. 

This, however, will not be Barry’s first foray 
into international football having worked with 
the Republic of Ireland and also under Roberto 
Martinez with both Belgium and Portugal. 

But while the 2026 World Cup may now be in 
his sights, the humble Three Lions assistant 
says he still looks back today on his very first 
taste of coaching at the age of 29, working 
with Accrington Stanley's U16 side with injury 
now stalling his playing career. 

“I remember that first session so clearly,” Barry 
told the Essential Euros podcast last summer. 

“It was on a Tuesday night. It was with around 
10 players. I had a third of a pitch, not enough 
balls, not enough bibs. 

“But I simply fell in love with coaching and on 
that night I knew it was absolutely everything I 
wanted to do. I felt a passion from that session 
with those kids that I hadn't felt in playing 
games - even at Wembley. I knew right there 
and then, I wanted to be a young coach.” 

A lot has been written about the opportunities 
English managers and coaches since Tuchel’s 
appointment. And there is a debate to be had. 

But it’s good to see one of Non-League’s own 
flying the flag.
