GOOD AFTERNOON. Normally I 
would start by welcoming you back to the 
Sustain Stadium however today, due to the 
Wiltshire League Cup final taking place on the 
main pitch we find ourselves hosting on the 
AGP.   

A warm welcome once again to Matt and his 
Bath City team following the abandonment of 
our game at the back end of January.   

The previous game with Bath City saw a 
tremendous number of downpours which 
eventually defeated the normally stubborn 
Sustain Stadium pitch.  The day itself saw four 
inspections before kick-off, all in the knowledge 
of the good drainage we have here at Bassett 
and the effort to keep the game going.  On this 
occasion I applauded the club and official, 
Peter Darby, for their efforts as having been in 
the womenôs game a long time now I have 
seen many teams fall victim to early and over 
cautious decisions and despite managing just 
over 60 minutes of the game and us being 1-0 
up through Mia Mugford: it wasnôt to be.  Whilst 
also appreciating the journey the Bath staff and 
players had made and understanding the 
frustration I hope today will be a lot clearer and 
with it being moved to the AGP it means we all 
but obliterate the chance of another 
abandonment.  

Since my last set of notes in the 1-0 win at 
home to Corsham, another game that was 
impacted by the weather, but Skipôs goal was 
enough to seal the three points; we saw 
ourselves on the road three times in a 
row.  Unfortunately, the important win was 
followed by an under-par performance and 
ultimately surprising (considering respective 
league positions and seasons) 3-1 loss to 
Olveston.  A game which saw the hosts pick up 
only their second league win of the season but 
an important one for their run in towards the 
end of the season.  I felt that whilst we were not 
at our best, there were some unusual elements 
in the game, we saw the ball on the road next 
to the pitch for a total amount of time that 
definitely exceeded the actual added time, 
some very questionable decision either side 
and a team in Olveston who were very up for 
the challenge and having heard that was the 
best squad theyôve had available all season 

you could argue they should be higher in the 
league.  We tried to change things around in 
the second half but unfortunately were unable 
to add to Kat Bachôs hard grafted goal in the 
first half.  A 2-2 away draw with Corsham 
followed, Hannah Gulliver and Skip (again) on 
the scoresheet, a resilient performance from 
the team allowed us to see out the draw 
against a much-improved Corsham side.  

Last week, we travelled to ólocalô rivals 
Cirencester, a bit of a crunch game where a 
win would see us narrow the gap between us 
(4th) and them (3rd) to just one point with three 
games in hand.  We approached this game 
with a different formation and a slightly different 
approach and ultimately obtaining the three 
points is what mattered and a really good team 
performance where we saw the grit and 
determination we have seen a few times from 
this side this season.  I felt we played with an 
element of creative freedom on the ball, 
sometimes we needed to go long, sometimes 
we played some neat tight possession 
football.  A lot of it helped by, for me, one of the 
best AGPs in the area but thatôs why I like 
watching us on them as it encourages that 
freedom.  Four different scorers, Maddy Elliott 
with her 15th and Hannah notching her 20th of 
the season with a move that felt like it came 
straight from training last Thursday, a great 
achievement for both. Caitlin Brooks continued 
her return from injury with a very smart chip 
over Cirenôs keeper matched by a very 
Cantona-esq celebration, really good to see the 
attacking players scoring after a tough few 
week.  Kelly Nightingale also complimented 
Steveôs hard work on set pieces the last few 
months with a great header from Skipôs corner 
(that she nearly didnôt go up for).  

Today should see a good fast, attacking game 
with both sides battling for that top three finish 
to the season.  Your support is vital today, 
please keep cheering the girls on right to the 
end!

Bath City Women are only in their third season 

having been formed ahead of the 2022-23 Season. 

They started life in the Somerset County Womenôs 

Football League and had a very successful first 

season, finishing as runners-up to Pen Mill Ladies. 

This second place finish was enough to give them 

promotion to the South West Regional Womenôs 

League at the first attempt. Last season saw them 

also running a Development Team in the Somerset 

County League. The first team play home games at 

Twerton Park and the Development Team will play 

there at least once during the season.  

Bath Cityôs first season in the South West Regional 

Womenôs League saw them finish in a creditable 

fourth place winning seven and drawing six of their 

games, with just three defeats all season. If they 

could have turned some of those drawn games into 

victories they could well have been challenging for 

honours in their first season at this level.

Royal Wootton Bassett Town advanced to 
the quarter finals of the South West Regional 
Women's Football League Divisional Cup, 
triumphing 4-2 penalties after they could not 
be separated from Eastern Division rivals 
Bath City. 

The result means that, at the third time of 
asking, Bassett have finally beaten Bath this 
season after a defeat away and draw at 
home in their two league encounters. 

The teams again produced a closely fought, 
entertaining encounter that could have gone 
either way. 

Bassett were forced to soak up Bath 
pressure in the first half with Emily Dellow the 
first to come close when she got on the end 
of a corner but Millie Powell was equal to her 
effort. 

After a series of half chances, Bath took the 
lead midway through the period. Powell's 
attempted clearance was seized upon by 
Dellow and she fed Erin Duffy whose long 
range strike had the beating of Powell. 

The second half started with good build up 
play involving Duffy and Libby Goater 
creating an opening for Tara Taylor who 
struck narrowly over. 

But Bassett soon started to grow into the 
game, Emma Sykes having the team's first 
real opportunity as her shot was cleared 
away. 

The hosts then levelled shortly after the hour. 
Laura Jefferies' delivery from a corner was 
short of her usual standards. Fortunately 
though Bath were only able to clear as far as 
her and the Bassett captain was able to draw 
a foul. Putting in a much better ball from the 
free kick, Libby Davies got on the end of her 
ball into the box and headed home. 

With neither team able to source a winner in 
the remaining time, that meant penalties.

Hannah Gulliver and Libby Goater began the 
shootout by converting their penalties. The 
second round of spot kicks then saw Bassett 
take a crucial early advantage as Davies 
scored before Tara Taylor hit wide. 

Bath had the opportunity to get back on 
terms immediately though after Elliott went 
for power over placement and saw her effort 
kept out by Farley. However, Powell saved 
from Emily Dellow to keep Bassett in front.

And that gave 
Natalie Goodright the chance to settle the tie, 
and she made no mistake to book her team a 
place in the last eight.

Laura Jefferies scored the only goal of the 
game as Royal Wootton Bassett Town 
earned an important derby win over Corsham 
Town to move up to third in the South West 
Regional Women's Football League Division 
One North. 

Coupled with Cirencester Town's narrow 
defeat against league leaders Gloucester 
City, the result took Bassett above the 
Centurions. 

And Adam Wood's side also pulled to within 
a point of Bitton, with a move up into second 
place next on Bassett's list of targets for the 
remainder of the season. 

Against Corsham, Bassett didn't just have to 
battle a tough opponent who have found their 
form, but also the conditions on a blustery 
February afternoon. As a consequence the 
game wasn't much of a spectacle. But 
Bassett did enough to pull through. Neither 
side created much in the first half - with 
Bassett playing against the wind in the 
opening 45 minutes. 

The game did open up a little after the 
restart, though clear chances were at a 
premium. 

Gabby Menghini and Tia Mahadevan 
threatened early on for the visitors, the latter 
forcing a save from Millie Powell. 

A dangerous Jefferies set piece delivery 
flashed across the face of the Corsham goal, 
with the touch it needed to be directed in not 
forthcoming. Back at the other, Amy Hards 
steered wide from a Katie Evans cross. 

The only goal of the game then arrived. 
Jefferies delivered another free kick into the 
area that Corsham 'keeper Lily Lewis rose to 
punch. However she could only clear the ball 
as far as Jefferies, who - at the second 
attempt - produced a cross-cum-shot that 
sailed in at the far post. 

That would be all that Bassett needed as 
they made it three league wins in a row - a 
number they'll be looking to stretch to four 
away against strugglers SGS Olveston 
United next week before a potentially 
decisive run of games featuring away derby 
trips to Corsham and Cirencester and a 
home encounter with Bath City.

Royal Wootton Bassett Town's three game 
winning run in the South West Regional 
Women's Football League Division One 
North came to an abrupt end as Bassett fell 
to a 3-1 defeat at struggling Olveston United.

However a below par performance saw them 
slump to a damaging loss which saw Adam 
Wood's side slip back to fourth place in the 
table. 

After an uneventful start, the game sprung 
into life midway through the opening period. 

Olveston took the lead as Lauren Ellis found 
Lana Revill who got the better of Millie 
Powell. 

Bassett were soon level through a Kat Bach 
cross that found its way into the net via a 
deflection. 

The visitors then had a golden opportunity to 
take the lead when Bach was fouled in the 
box. However Hannah Gulliver hit the post 
with the resulting penalty. 

A crazy few minutes involving a dubious 
offside call that denied Bach a second and 
the home assistant referee being sent off 
soon delivered a third goal. 

An unmarked Rosanna Blacker had the time 
and space to bring down a cross into the box 
and produce a shot that beat Powell. 

And it was almost 3-1 before the break but 
Powell did well to deny Evie Timbrell. 

Olveston would make it 3-1 on the hour. Alice 
Bowden was adjudged to have handled in 
the box and Blacker did what Bassett could 
not and converted her penalty. 

The hosts would then see out the game, 
recording a deserved win as Bassett suffered 
an unexpected, frustrating setback in their 
quest for a top three finish. 
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
