In terms of the game here this afternoon, we

Thank you also to both Jonny and
Paul for sending their articles earlier than
normal to help plan around a busy week with
a women’s team programme to produce as
well as work and league commitments.

Enjoy the match here this afternoon and
hopefully we can extend our three game
unbeaten run, and secure three vital points to
help ensure we avoid relegation come the
end of the season.

Royal Wootton Bassett Town were finally
rewarded for an impressive, resilient display
as Jonny Aitkenhead's side drew 1-1 away at
high-flying Westfields.

Bassett went into the match on the back of
three straight losses - including consecutive
2-1 defeats in games against Tuffley Rovers
and Droitwich Spa in which they more than
merited a point.

On this occasion Bassett got the positive
outcome that their endeavour deserved.

Aitkenhead's side seemed energised by the
goal too. And they were unlucky not to head
into half time two to the good, as a superb
acrobatic save from Sterry diverted a Marcel
Lewis free kick from the left edge of the box
that seemed destined for the top corner over
the bar.

Bassett came out in a positive mood
following the restart and brother Otis shot
narrowly over with the first chance of the
second hallf following some neat
combination play.

However, Westfields levelled on the hour,
Bailey Fuller firing into the bottom corner
after Bassett failed to clear from a corner.

Bassett looked the more likely of the teams
to find a second though. Shortly after
conceding, Kassa Anderson used his
strength to fashion an opening but shot wide
before Marcel Lewis fired straight at Sterry
after beating two. Bonsa Teshome then
headed over with fifteen minutes to go.

As was the case last week against Droitwich,
Bassett would finish the game with a man
advantage after Zac Powell received a
second yellow card in the final minute of the
90.

There was still time for one final chance to
win it when Anderson found himself one-on-
one but could only shoot wide.

While unable to snatch all three, Bassett can
certainly be content with this draw.
Westfields' AllPay Park is never an easy
ground to visit, with the hosts banging on the
doors of the playoff places at present.

Results elsewhere - notably Cribbs' win
against Fairford Town - do mean that Bassett
slip a place to 18th in the standings.

Yet their performance against Westfields was
yet more evidence of the team's ability to
compete with most sides in the division. And
it came with a valuable, much deserved
point.




Rolling on in the rain

A resolute defensive display and counter-
attacking masterclass saw Royal Wootton
Bassett Town claim an emphatic 3-0 victory
in a Hellenic League Premier Division six-
pointer against Lydney Town.

Against a backdrop of driving rain and
miserable conditions, a stoic backline
performance - with centre halves Jack
Coward, Ciaran Walsh and Harry Messenger
all on top of their game - helped silence the
dangerous Matthew Green and a lively
Lydney attack.

Meanwhile, three well-taken goals courtesy
of George Cook, the in-form Rudi Hopkins
and Ed Taylor ensured Jonny Aitkenhead's
side maintained their run of form and moved
seven points clear of the Severnsiders with a
game in hand still to play.

And on an afternoon when Thornbury Town,
Hallen and Pershore Town - three of the five
sides below Bassett in the table - were all
victorious, this was a vital win that ensured
Bassett retained their position in the table.

There is still work to do to secure safety. But
this was a big step towards achieving that
goal, with Lydney - also fighting for their step
five status - having represented difficult
opponents.

The final score was one that arguably
flattered Bassett somewhat.

Yet what it did signal was how well Bassett
dug in defensively and how clinical they were
in attack.

Bassett made a fantastic start, taking the
lead within ten minutes with a well worked
goal. Ollie Smith's ball into the right channel
was intended for Hopkins but ran through to
Ben Cleary who squared inside for Taylor.
Spinning on the edge of the box, Taylor
passed to Gabe Reivers who fed an
unmarked Cook on the left edge of the box
who finished with aplomb into the bottom
corner.

And the hosts almost doubled their lead
when Ciaran Walsh narrowly headed over
from a Hopkins free kick.

But, while ahead, the game soon settled into
a patter in which Lydney had the most of the
ball, pinning Bassett deep.

The best they could do was to force a
number of corners which came to nothing.

In contrast, Bassett were willing to be patient
and make the most of the opportunities that
presented themselves on the break.

And they came close to extending their lead
as Cleary spun his man before seeing a cut
back across the face of goal narrowly played
behind an onrushing Hopkins before Hopkins
played in Cook only to see the wing back
rush his shot and drag wide.

The lashing rain was another factor both
teams had to contend with - and the slick
surface almost played into Lydney's favour
when a goal kick skidded through for Green,
but Callum Godfrey raced off his line to block
at the forward's feet.

Moments later another great chance fell
Bassett's way as Cleary raced onto Smith's
lofted pass in behind. Baring down on goal,
he was denied by a fine Alex Causon parry.
Presented with the rebound, Cleary rounded
the 'keeper only to see his second bite at the
cherry blocked on the line by Fisayo
Adeogun.

Causon produced another excellent reflex
save four minutes before the break - but it
wasn't enough to deny Bassett their second.

Reivers chased down what appeared to be a
lost cause in the right corner before feeding
Smith on the overlap. Smith's cut back was
met with a fierce first time effort from Hopkins
that the 'keeper batted away, but Hopkins
was on hand to steer in the rebound with a
controlled volley.

It was an important goal at a crucial time -
but even heading into half time 2-0 up, it was
clear from the balance of play in the opening
half and the threat Lydney posed that the
outcome of the game was still far from being
determined.

The first big chance of the second half fell to
Bassett as the hosts countered, Hopkins
feeding through Cleary, whose tight angled
effort was guided around the post by
Causon.

But Lydney were pressing and a clear threat
from set pieces. And twice in quick
succession Ethan Vaughan deliveries almost
provided the visitors a lifeline.

First a Vaughan corner was headed over by
half time substitute Morgan Ewing. Seconds
later his free kick delivery was guided into
the path of Green whose deft touch seemed
destined for the back of the net only to see
the ball cannon off the inside of the post,
squirm across the goalline and be bundled
wide for a corner.

Indeed, it was Bassett who continued to
create the better openings despite more of
the action taking place in the third of the
pitch they were defending.

On the hour Smith saw a low drive deflected
wide with Coward heading into Causon's
arms from the corner.

Ten minutes later Hopkins twisted and turned
close to the right byline, somehow founding
space to shoot and clipping the bar from
what seemed an impossible angle.

Then with 83 minutes on the clock - and the
game seemingly still in the balance - matters
were settled.

Lydney threw men forward for a free kick that
Bassett defended, the ball falling for Nat Bell
deep inside his own half. With one defender
to beat, he burst forward. In such a situation
he could have gone for glory all on his own.
However, showing maturity he linked up with
Taylor, the pair of them playing a set of three
passes that opened things up for Taylor to
sweep home Bassett's third.

That was game, set and match, killing off any
Lydney hopes of a comeback.

To their credit, the visitors didn't stop going,
though their hopes of a consolation would be
dashed.

And Bassett even came close to adding a
fourth as another break that featured Bell at
its heart ended with Cook placing just over.

Bassett were worthy winners courtesy of an
intelligent, resolute performance - achieving
a milestone victory on what will, hopefully, be
the road to survival.

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From Editor’s Football Collection
Derek Hammond & Gary Sllke Books

Back in 2011 Derek Hammond and Gary Silke
produced a book that, for football fans of my
generation, was an absolute treasure trove of
pure football nostalgia. Entitled ‘Got, Not,
Got’, with due reverence to our younger days
of collecting AB&C Cards and FKS Stickers,
‘Got Not Got' focuses on British football's
apparent lost paradise of the '60s, '70s and '80s
- the fondly remembered 'Golden Age' of mud
baths, cloggers (think Ron ‘Chopper’ Harris,
Liverpool's Tommy Smith and Leeds United’s
‘Norman Bites Yer Legs’ Hunter), miniature
soccer games such as Subbuteo and Striker,
the imaginary comic-fuelled worlds of Roy of
the Rovers and Hot Shot Hamish, league
ladders, Leeds United’s sock tags the ‘magic
sponge’.

The book arouses the feel and smell of football
past, its rituals and relics before the Premier
League came along to ruin change everything.
The book contained hundreds of beautiful
images of a lost football culture, pin-sharp
observations and memories shared by
generations of fans.

Some of the more notable and enjoyable pages
from the book for me include:

Page 44 — being reminded that Phil Parkes
used ‘Cossack hairspray’ to restore his hair
‘after an hour and a half of diving, scrambling,
lunging and kicking a football away from his
muddy goal’ (usually not wearing any
goalkeeping gloves like those softie keepers
these days.

Page 64 — Covers the FA tactical bible of the
era, Charles Hughes ‘Soccer, Tactics and
Skills’ book which was built on the stats-based
theory of Wing Commander Charles Reep and
advocated a direct style of play a million miles
away from today’s pass it 30 times across the
back without getting anywhere approach
advocated by many of today’'s modern
managers. | am pretty sure it was on the list of
recommended course books when | went on
Mick Byrne’s FA Prelim coaching course, but |
bet it isn't anymore! Hughes passed away a
couple of years ago, but it must have been hard
for him watching Match of the Day in the
modern era! When everyone these days is
obsessed with statistical analysis, some
statistics are now quietly forgotten.

The book reminds us that in an analytical sample
of 109 international matches played over 20
years, 87% of goals scored came from a move of
five passes or less. Moreover, the Brazilian side
of the 70s scored two-thirds of their goals
involving five consecutive passes or less. In the
‘80s nine out of ten of Argentina’s World-cup
winning goals came from five-pass moves or
less. Useful teams those two. Food for thought
perhaps.

Page 155 — Feature on Ron Phillips QPR
programme from the ‘60s and ‘70s, still my
favourite football programmes of all time with
those chequered covers and little men.

Page 187 - Feature on Swindon Town with a
statement from the authors that ‘Total Football’
was actually invented in Wiltshire’ not Holland
(see next pagebottom left) with a certain Don
Rogers quote being used by the authors for that
statement!

Page 198 — Feature on Stan Bowles and his
transfer requests, noting that ‘between 1972
and 1979 Stan Bowles made 34 transfer
requests during his stay at Queens Park
Rangers’. For those youngsters who don’t
understand the concept of a transfer request
when players just leave these days when they
want more money you probably need to get your
Grandad to explain.

After the success of the first book, Hammond
and Silke produced a second edition two years
later called ‘The Lost World of Football’ which
contained more of the same Aladdin’s cave of
memorabilia. This has then been followed by
books focussing solely on football kits and then
programmes entitled ‘Shirt Tales & Short Stories -
The Lost World of Football Kits’ and ‘Fully
Programmed - The Lost World of Football
Programmes’.

| have all four books in my collection, and they
are such a great read and bring back so
memories. All are still available on Amazon and
from all good bookshops.

For fans of Chelsea, Coventry, Derby, Ipswich,
Leeds Utd, Leicester, Liverpool, Man City, Man
Utd, Newcastle, Norwich, Southampton, Spurs &
West Ham the authors have also brought out
editions just based on memorabilia from these
clubs all of which are available from Soccer
Books Ltd currently at a bargain sale price of £6.

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IF there’s one thing we dread at NLP Towers on a
Saturday it's attempting to keep abreast with the
raft of postponements caused by wet and wintery
conditions.

Dummy pages have to be written and drawn,
sometimes never used, match pages require a
complete overhaul and reporters need contacting
with revised instructions for those games that do
go ahead. It's an absolute nightmare, believe me!

But we are not the only ones whose days has
been put out by such an event.

Managers, players, supporters, matchday
volunteers, are all of which are severely
inconvenienced - and also out of pocket with both
clubs too losing thousands in travel expenses and
lost revenue.

And then there’s the poor matchday referees - the
ones who make those all-important decisions to
call a game off for whatever reason, causing
anger, frustration and often resentment for all
concerned. They simply can not win.

Safety of the players must come first and referees
known that something does go wrong, then there
are huge consequences. The last thing they want
is to call a game off - no-one is doing so
deliberately.

This week in The NLP we ran a guest column
with Farnborough manager Spencer Day.

His team found themselves at the eye of a storm,
quite literally, a fortnight ago when their National
League South game with Chelmsford City was
postponed very late on.

And their game wasn’t the only one to fall, with
other local matches at Eastleigh and on the 4G at
Bracknell also falling at the 11th hour, along with
Bath City v Southend United in the FA Trophy,
much to the ire of the away contingent who had
travelled almost the entire width of the country,
only to be turned away.

A number of theories and unfounded suggestions
have been thrown out there in a bid to combat
such an eventuality, but according to the Boro
boss, there is no resolution.

“We live in the UK and the truth of it is we are
bound by the weather,” Day told us.

“Our games fell to the most bizarre conditions
seen for quite some time.

“l saw our pitch on Friday and | was amazed by
the excellent condition it was in.

“I'd been communicating with Chelmsford and
[manager] Angelo Harrop all week and when |
got to the game on Saturday | walked it, as |
always do, and didn’t see any issue at all. The
pitch looked fantastic.

“Then, 40 minutes later, the referee turns up
and told us there was an area of the pitch that
had frozen over that he wanted to look at. |
mean, yes, it was hard, no question, but it was
tiny, about a foot in area, and the temperatures
weren’t dropping.

“In theory, could we have tried something?
Maybe, I'm not sure. Could we have chucked
boiling water on it? Again, | don’t know. But it
was obvious at the time at that point that it had
to be called off so I'm not blaming him.

After he called the game off, | left the ground at
5 o'clock and | decided | wanted to walk the
pitch just to see what it was like, and it
completely softened. It had actually got warmer,
which is crazy. It's the weather. | wish there was
an answer.”

With a handful of games postponed last
Saturday due to waterlogged pitches, and more
bad weather on the way, don't expect this
situation to be brushed under the -carpet
anytime soon.

Health & Safety is top of the priority list of
football authorities and in these days of social
media, such decisions come under scrutiny like
never before, adding copious amounts of
pressure to the officials, part-time themselves
more often than not.

Has the world has gone risk adverse? Day, for
one, believes it has, but he also urges
supporters to step back and look at the bigger
picture when letting their frustrations be known.

“'m a big supporter of the leagues, the FA and
politicians - | think they have impossible jobs,”
he added. “They are damned if they do and
damned if they don’t in whatever decision they
make.

“Everyone’s trying their best to resolve what it
an impossible situation, but sometimes your
best isn’t always the popular decision.

“All you can do is apologise to everyone but in
some respects | don't know what we'’re
apologising for. No-one can control the
weather.”
