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Appledore Football Club was established in
1912 as a men’s football club. Under the
name Appledore BAAC, they joined the
Senior Division North Devon League in
1926. Despite finishing bottom of the
division in their first season, the club were
not relegated and went on to become
league champions in 1928-29. Although
they subsequently left the league in 1930,
the club returned to play in the Junior
Division in 1933-34. They were Junior
Division champions at the first attempt, and
again in 1935-36.

After World War Il Appledore became
members of the Senior Division. They were
league champions in 1950-51 and went on
to win further titles in 1952-53 and
1954-55. The club were runners-up in
1955-56 and won back-to-back titles in the
next two seasons. Between 1959-60 and
1961-62 they won three consecutive league
championships (the 1959-60 title was won
without losing a match), before finishing as
runners-up in 1962-63. In 1969 the Senior
Division became the Premier Division and
the club were champions again in 1974-75.

In 1978 Appledore moved up to the South
Western League. They were a mid-table
club until finishing bottom of the Division,
1988-89. After seven more seasons in mid-
table, the club left the league in 1996 to join
the Devon County League. They were
renamed Appledore in 1998, and remained
members of the Devon County League until
it merged with the South Western League to
form the South West Peninsula League in
2007. The club were placed in Division One
East and were runners-up in the division in
2014-15. They withdrew from the league
midway through the 2018-19 season,
subsequently dropping into the Premier
Division of the North Devon League.

After a third-place finish in 2021-22 the club
moved up to the North East Division of the
Devon League. In 2022-23 they won the
Torridge Cup, beating Holsworthy 2—1 in the
final.

That same season is the fist time we have
been able to trace evidence of a Women'’s
team who were playing in the North East
Division of the Devon Women’s League.
That season saw the women’s teams finish
in a creditable sixth position in a 12 team
division, winning ten games, losing 11 and
drawing one.

The following season was to be a highly
successful one for the women'’s team, going
the who league season unbeaten, winning
15 of their 16 league games, scoring over
100 goals in the process, to lift the title and
achieve promotion to the Premier Division of
the Devon League.

That success was to continue last season
when they achieved back-to-back league
titles winning the Premier Division, finishing
nine points clear of runners-up Bradworthy
to gain promotion. Not content with two
promotions in two season, the team also
completed an amazing treble, beating
Bradworthy 2-0 in the NE Division League
Cup final and then Paignton Villa 8-0 in the
overall final where Bethany Ellis led the line
with a hat-trick.

The promotion at the end of last season
sees them playing in the South Division of
the South West Regional Women'’s League.
They currently sit in fourth position in what
is a very small division of just five teams
after Weymouth withdrew from the league.
So far they have won just one of their
league games played so far, drawing two of
those games.

Premier Division

Just one game survived the weather in the
Premier Division of the Corsham Print
Wiltshire Senior League, and it was an
important game at the top end of the table
between second in the table Marlborough
Town and FC Abbey Meads in fourth place,
ten points behind Marlborough but with four
games in hand.
